Welcome to our flat :)

Here is a little guide to remind you the rules about the apartment and some tips about good places in the neighbourhood. Hope you will enjoy it as much as we do !

Simple things to remind :

We do live there so there are the stuff, clothes and products that we use on daily basis. We will kindly ask you not to open the dressing in the bathroom and the cupboard near entrance :) You can however use everything you want in the kitchen !

We will provide you clean sheets and towels for the bathroom. 

You can use all the electronic equipments : tv, iphone speaker, vinyl player...

You can smoke in the apartment but if you do please let the window open ! 

The street can be noisy at night, so we advise you to close the windows and use the curtains to protect you from the light as well. We are aware that the windows are quite old, we are actually waiting for the owner to change it :)

If you have any problems, you can reach us at any time, by mail or by phone (viber or whatsapp, as we will be abroad).

Please take care of letting the place quite clean when you'll leave.

As for the keys, you will simply have to put it in the mailbox in the hall (name : Combe/Letessier). On your day of arrival, you can get the keys in the pharmacy just nearby. 

The exact address is : 44 rue Montmartre 75002 Paris. 

To enter the building, type the code 13A69, go into the hall, then use the medium key to open the door. Then take the stairs or elevator and the flat will be located on floor 3, right door (use the big key to open the door).

The closest subway stations are : Etienne Marcel (line 4), Sentier (line 3), and Chatelet-Les-Halles (line 1,4,7,11,14 + RER A, B & D). The RER is very convenient for long distances. But you can also see nice places by walking : the area of Le Marais, Louvre, parc des tuileries, opera.

You can also use velibs : We advise you to download the application on your phone to see where you can find some and where you can find empty stations to put it back.

Local food/grocery shops : 
You can find a little grocery store on rue Montmartre (called Coccinelle) open every day, even on sunday (which is quite convenient). Otherwise you will find everything you need rue Montorgueil (grocery stores and speciality food shops as well such as italian, greek...). A very famous shop is called "G Detou" and is just around the corner (58 rue Tiquetonne). You will be able to find there various spices, tea, nuts, and basically everything needed to cook.
Clothes :
We are glad to have very nice clothes shops in the area :) We advise you to go to & other stories and Cos, rue Montmartre. At the corner of the street you also have a trendy vintage shop called Killiwatch. 

You have also a mall located at the subway station "Chatelet-Les-Halles" where you will be able to find various of brands. For more luxury shops, you can go to Champs Elysees and Opera (where you can find the famous shops "Printemps" and "Galeries Lafayettes". If you do go to Champs Elysees you can taste some delicious macaroons at "La Durée" :)

Near Opera, you can find a cool/trendy mall which is called Citadium where you can find everything, from sportswear to hipster clothes ! the prices are very eclectic : you have cheap brands like Pull and Bear or more expensive brands like The kooples etc.

You can find nice second hand shops in the Marais area which is really lovely to take a walk.
Food and drinks: 

You will find plenty of nice places to eat near the flat. If you like really tasty burgers, we advise you to go to "Blend" or "Big Fernand" which are both 5mn walking away. Rue Montmartre, if you like duck products, foie gras etc, you have the shop and restaurant "Comptoir de la Gastronomie" which is great !
If you want tasty homemade pizza, we advise you to go to "Caldo Freddo", rue Montorgueil.
I also like to go near Bastille/Faidherbe Chaligny to eat because you can find plenty of great various restaurants, and nice wine degustation places. In that area you have "le septime" which is a really great experience (but you'll have to make a reservation to eat there since it became quite famous!). 

If you like Italian food, you can go to hotel de ville (rue du temple) where there is a little place called Salento where they have delicious truffle pasta.
You can find information about restaurants on tripadvisor, and also on the website "la fourchette" where you can as well make reservations with -20% or -30% reductions for some places :)
Bars in the area can be expensive. Here is a little list of the places I like to go : 

"le little" (république), "le kitch" (oberkampf), "la bellevilloise" (menilmontant), various bars rue de lape (bastille), "le motel" (ledru rollin). A cheaper and romantic option which parisians love to do in the summer is to have a lovely picnic on the banks of la Seine. Grab some wine, bread and cheese and you can find some nice spots near Republique (Canal St Martin, quais de Jemmapes...), and near Chatelet as well (on the other side of Rue de Rivoli, it's called "quais de la mégisserie"). You can then walk to the pont des arts by night and enjoy the view ! Finally, if you want to see typical Paris, you can have dinner around St Michel/Saint Germain des Prés, or in Abbesses/Montmartre, near the Sacré Coeur.
Museum :
You can go at Tuileries (by walking) and you will find "le musée du jeu de paume" where they set artistic exhibitions, often photography. Another great place for photography is "maison européenne de la photographie" in the area of le Marais (subway St-Paul) . If you are more into modern/conceptual art, "Palais de Tokyo" will be a nice place to visit (subway Alma-Marceau). A beautiful museum in the same area is "Musée du quai branly" with an impressive collection of cultural objects. Finally, closer to rue Montmartre, you can go by walking to "Le centre Pompidou" (Beaubourg) which is a colorful building with modern art exhibitions.
