‘Like all fiction formats, a good story is the base of a comedy show. But all the story principles 
count for comedy. Even more, comedy gives the story an opportunity by a very important 
extension. The story always starts with strange situations, malicious pleasures or painful 
emotions, but the humour is the glue that makes difficult topics go down and speakable. 
Comedy can be a secret weapon for democracy and social criticism. It’s a method to easily 
engage in social interaction by taking away uncomfortable feelings. But I almost forget the 
most important thing: from a good feeling to a heavy belly laughter, comedy makes you laugh. 
And like McKee said: the audience is your jury! If they laugh, it works! If they don’t, it doesn’t!’

I started my career as an assistant director, in the eighties at VRT, the public broadcaster 
in the Flemish part of Belgium. Who would ever believe that I am still working there? 
Yes, I admit: I am so old fashioned. For several years I worked with formats such as 
entertainment, live shows, music documentary. It was an opportunity to get to know all 
corners and borders of making television. But I felt that the story was my thing. So in the 
early nineties I became the creative and line producer of two comedies for children. 
And so comedy became very much my thing. I got the opportunity to develop 4 comedies 
for youngsters, and supervised the writing process, the budget, the casting and the 
complete production process for 4 series, in total 334 shows. And now for five seasons 
already, I produce an adult comedy show. 

Thorsten Ritsch 
‘Everybody talks about a new golden age of fiction producing. The growing streaming and 
on-demand market is challenging the old players. On one hand, it can be frightening. 
Audiences have more possibilities to choose than ever before. On the other hand, for us as 
fiction producers, it brings the chance to tell stories in ways we did not dare to tell them just 
a few years ago. And we have to do that, especially if we don’t want to lose younger audiences. 
They are growing up with Netflix and Co., getting used to new ways and varieties of 
storytelling. So we have to adapt, be innovative, creative and better than ever before in terms 
of finding the right stories and new modern ways to tell them. We have already shown that 
we do have the creative personnel in Europe to cope with the challenge of facing a worldwide 
market. If we work closer together, put our creative energy, money and talent for storytelling 
together the new changing television market is not frightening. It is a big chance for all of us – 
and our audiences.’ 

After studying journalism, I realized that I prefer pure fictional storytelling over writing 
journalistic texts. So I got myself several almost unpaid internships on different film sets and 
learned about filmmaking and storytelling hands-on. Later, I worked as a junior producer for 
several production companies and became commissioning editor for German Television ZDF 
in 2006. Since then I am responsible for developing and producing TV movies and series, e.g. 
the PRIX EUROPA 2013 winner of Best European TV Fiction Series: ‘Generation War’.

TV fiction
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Anna Birgerssohn-Dahlberg
‘To take part in the TV Documentary group of the PRIX EUROPA week is a great 
experience that makes you up to date on what’s going on in the documentary world at 
the moment. Watching the nominated documentaries for several days from morning 
to evening and discussing them together with the producers and jury members is 
an outstanding way to learn about current trends and new ideas when it comes to the 
important work of documentary making. PRIX EUROPA gives the participants an 
excellent opportunity to learn more and to improve their skills.’

I have worked in Swedish public media, both radio and television for a long time, with all 
kinds of programming, including news, current affairs and investigative journalism as well 
as documentaries, entertainment and humour shows. For many years I was Head of UR 
International that includes acquisitions and international co-productions. Today I work 
as Head of Development and Training. I am Vice Chairman of the EBU Intercultural and 
Diversity Group, Member of the PRIX EUROPA Steering Committee, Swedish National 
Coordinator and Board Member of the international public Television conference Input and 
Vice Chairman of the Swedish Radio Academy.

Martin Gaarder
‘We are living in times where opinions are distributed in a tempo and volume that the 
world has never seen before. Heated debates rattle on all media platforms. It is getting 
harder and harder to distinguish between facts and opinions, between reality and political 
spin/PR. Democracy needs a public that never gives up searching for the truth and finding 
out what is actually going on. One of the best tools to ensure that, is the TV documentary, 
based on thorough research, great storytelling and skilled filmmaking.’

Martin Gaarder is a journalist and TV documentary director at Norwegian Broadcasting 
Corporation (NRK). He started out as a freelance newspaper journalist, and later worked 
on the foreign desk of Norwegian Press Agency (NTB). He has produced feature programmes 
for NRK since 1996, within a wide range of topics. Over the last decade he has been 
specializing in investigative and historical TV documentaries. In 2011 he received the 
Prix Italia award for best current affairs documentary, ‘Operation Sea Breeze’, about the 
fatal Israeli boarding of a ship with activists, heading for Gaza.

TV documentary
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Hilde de Wind 
‘‘To measure is to know.’ This is a sort of new proverb in Dutch, a credo for facts and figures. 
Rightly so of course, but as an investigative current affairs journalist, one should use one’s 
intuition as much. Feeling the heartbeat of people and reading the sign of the times often lead 
to untold stories. Once you dig deeper, the evidence becomes apparent.’

Hilde De Windt has been a storyteller since she was a youngster. She played theatre, 
took Scandinavian literature & studies, made a career as a radio presenter and reporter. 
After 16 years of creating wonderful worlds with sound only, the photographer’s microbe 
won and she turned to the visual. She became a TV maker: writing and producing 
programme formats, making reportages. In the investigative field she worked on themes 
as migration, identity and health. The documentary about antibiotics and how they affect 
the gut microbiome were screened at PRIX EUROPA 2017 and Input 2018. Right now 
she is working on a mixed media series about millennials and their desperate search for 
the meaning of life.

TV current affairs

The PRIX EUROPA organisers have appointed one or two 
Coordinators for each Jury Group to lead the discussions and 
oversee the voting procedures.
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Daniela Drastata
‘I’m delighted to coordinate Prix Iris together with Erik because I know, from the previous years, 
that Iris brings together a lot of excellence and experience; great film makers and great people! 
We’ll spend a couple of days watching films on topics that are often not fun, which are complex 
and sensitive and I know already I’ll be overwhelmed by many stories. But, it’s just one more 
reason to try to fight the intolerance of any kind towards people who belong to minority groups. 
I’m very lucky that ‘diversity’ is my daily job. A public broadcaster, that gets money directly from 
its audience, has to spend it wisely and for me it means putting multiculturalism high on my 
priority list. Because, I still believe we can make a change (by some TV minutes) and I know that 
the TV Iris jury shares the same passion.’

Daniela Drastata is a journalist and producer at HRT and currently chairlady of the 
Intercultural and Diversity Group of the EBU. She has been strongly involved in international 
documentary co-productions dealing with diversity and multicultural issues. For the second 
season, she works as an executive producer of the international series New Neighbours. 
At HRT, Daniela works as an editor-in-chief, reporter and presenter of a weekly multicultural 
magazine and produces documentaries on human rights. For many years she has been 
running the HRT Diversity Department. She won a couple of awards including one for best 
TV journalism in Croatia, 2017. 

Erik Hogenboom
‘Europe is in a huge political crisis because of issues concerning immigration and diversity. 
The tendency everywhere is to shut down borders and to go against diversity. Extreme right wing 
parties are gaining strength everywhere. Nationalism and ethnocentrism are becoming stronger 
and stronger. It is exactly to counterbalance these forces that TV Iris was founded more than 
twenty years ago: to stimulate journalists and filmmakers to analyse issues around immigration 
and diversity in a highly professional way, to counteract stereotyping and racism and above all 
to show the positive sides of diversity. Because the diversity of ethnic cultures and religions in 
Europe is a fact and will only grow more in the next decade. In the past 20 years TV Iris had 
many marvelous winners: programmes of all TV genres, i.e. documentaries, fiction films, current 
affairs reports. All of them are the work of journalists and film makers who fully exercise their 
professional responsibility and therefore were justly awarded for their products. Hopefully this 
PRIX EUROPA will bring together again many strong entries dealing with the topic of diversity 
one way or the other!’

Erik Hogenboom is editor in chief at the Diversity Department of Dutch public broadcaster 
NTR. He coordinates several documentary series and magazines focusing on diversity themes 
in the Dutch multicultural society. Since 2001 he is executive producer for the Intercultural 
and Diversity Group (EBU), coordinating co-productions (e.g. City Folk). Since 1999 he is 
the coordinator of PRIX EUROPA Iris, the European media award to stimulate programme 
makers to devote their attention to the ethnic diversity aspect of societies.

TV iris
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Soila Valkama
‘For me, fiction is a means to cut into social issues and people’s attitudes by revealing what 
normally goes by unnoticed or is ignored by default. With fiction I am able to provoke people 
into finding new points of view, offering food for the brain, in addition to entertainment. 
Fiction brings things and events into close perspective, radio fiction being its most intimate 
form. Associative soundscapes breed images, using the listener’s own mind as the source. 
I strongly believe in radio fiction. Listening to radio fiction is becoming increasingly popular. 
People are so exposed to visual impulses every day, that radio fiction as a form of storytelling 
gives them something else, something which is more personal and accessible. The auteurs it 
challenges into constantly exploring new techniques, driving them to finding ways to create 
even more fascinating soundscapes.’

Soila Valkama is a director, a dramaturge and an actress. She studied acting at Ecole Jacques 
Lecoq and Ecole d’art dramatique Florent, cours libre 1989 - 92 in Paris. 1993 Valkama 
returned to Finland and worked as an actress and studied directing. She has directed and 
adapted plays for the Lahti City Theatre, for various small theatre groups and for television 
and radio. She taught radio directing, acting and dramaturgy at the University of Birzeit 
on the West Bank in 1998 and has worked as a director, dramaturge, producer and as a 
programme developer with the Finnish Broadcasting Company since 1999. 

Marcus Gammel
‘Drama production in public radio is facing many challenges today: shrinking budgets, 
dwindling acceptance among decision makers, and a growing fragmentation of the audience. 
At the same time, creative radio is highly in demand: Many art institutions initiate their 
own channels, funding opportunities for independent productions are growing, and the 
podcast scene has brought a new drive into aesthetics and distribution. Now is the time to 
re-invent radio drama as a bridge between different structures in and outside public radio, 
as well as between different cultures in- and outside Europe.’

Marcus Gammel was born in Bremen / Germany, studied Musicology, German 
Literature and Philosophy at Humboldt University Berlin, Université Paris IV and New 
York University. He has worked as a music journalist, dramaturge, and radio maker in 
Germany and France. Since 2009, Marcus Gammel is curating the weekly sound art 
programme at Deutschlandradio / Deutschlandfunk Kultur. His productions have been 
distinguished in competitions such as Prix Ars Electronica, Karl-Sczuka-Preis, Prix 
Phonurgia Nova, Bienal International de Radio, and New York Festivals. Since 2013, he 
is coordinating the EURO-RADIO Ars Acustica Group. In 2016, he was appointed Head 
of Radio Art (radio drama and documentary) at Deutschlandfunk Kultur. In 2017, he 
co-curated the radio programme ‘Every Time A Ear di Soun’ produced by documenta 14 
and Deutschlandfunk Kultur.

radio fiction
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Agnieszka Czyżewska Jacquemet
‘For me radio is a discreet and yet very straightforward medium - it speaks emotions. 
It is an opportunity for very close, intimate contact with another human being, without 
invading his/her privacy and anonymity. A radio feature maker is more like a writer 
or a musician than a journalist. We play with words, silence, music, sound effects thereby 
creating a theatre of imagination to build bridges between peoples. A real story is not 
hidden in great global events, but in the life of a single human being. A drop reflects 
the ocean.’

Agnieszka Czyżewska Jacquemet has been working at the Documentary Department of 
the Polish Radio Lublin for about 20 years as editor and commissioning editor. She was 
awarded several national and international prizes (Prix Bohemia, PRIX EUROPA Special 
Commendation). She was a coach at the ABA training programme and the PRIX EUROPA 
Master School in Vilnius. She is delighted to co-ordinate the radio documentary jury of 
PRIX EUROPA 2018, where she hopes to meet wonderful people, hear moving stories and 
once again find herself surrounded by people, who share the desire to tell stories about 
the world and the belief that ‘there’s more out there than meets the eye’. 

Paul Smith
‘I can’t wait to hear the programmes in the Radio Documentary Category this year. 
It’s a privilege to spend a week listening to documentaries collectively. Listening collectively, 
it’s obvious when you hear a special entry, because the atmosphere changes in the room. 
Somehow you listen more closely. I want to hear these kinds of documentaries that force the 
jury to listen closely and that linger in the mind long after the awards. The PRIX EUROPA 
award has transformed my career. But the week in Berlin is about so much more than 
the bull-shaped trophy. The conversations, debates and exchanges of ideas are what make 
us better producers.’

I’m a producer with Somethin’ Else, an independent production company based in 
London. I produce features for the BBC radio networks (1, 2, 3, 4 and the World Service) 
and series for Audible. At the Prix Europa in 2016, my feature ‘Philip Glass: Taxi Driver’ 
won Best European Music Programme. Before producing radio programmes, I worked 
at WNYC in New York and I have a masters from Columbia University’s Graduate School 
of Journalism.

radio documentary
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Hugh Levinson
‘Like many working in journalism in the UK, I cannot recall a time when national opinion 
was so divided and so bitter. This is most obvious over Brexit but opinions seem to be 
hardening on a range of issues. We are pushing each other apart - or perhaps pushing 
ourselves apart. I am sure many colleagues from other European nations will have 
experienced similar phenomena. This makes the task of Radio Current Affairs ever more 
necessary: to tell stories in a way which will engage listeners from both sides of a debate 
and to enable all to appreciate just a little more of the complexity of the world around us. 
I am honoured to be asked again to chair this group. Last year, the debate was passionate, 
intelligent, engaged and constantly surprising. We appreciated and praised each others’ 
work as colleagues and professionals, engaged in a common pursuit: and we critiqued it in 
the same spirit. I am sure this year’s sessions will be equally inspiring for all of us.’

I am Head of the Radio Current Affairs department for the BBC, based in London and 
Salford. I began my career in local radio in Liverpool, spent three years at a newspaper in 
Tokyo before returning to the BBC, working in daily radio journalism then moving to 
current affairs. I fell in love with radio documentaries and have stayed in this department 
pretty much ever since – presenting, producing and editing long-form radio. I currently 
edit the Analysis series and the Reith Lectures, working with among others Stephen 
Hawking and Hilary Mantel. We also make online text and video and produce some of 
the UK’s most popular podcasts. 

Carsten Dufner
‘The Category Radio Music is a special one. It’s not ‘only’ about making good programmes 
(which is hard enough!) but about innovative approaches to presenting music in radio. Last year 
a broad variety of extremely interesting new productions appeared, making one of the oldest 
elements of radio one of the most exciting. I am very much looking forward to listening to many 
compelling music programmes also in 2018!’

I have worked as a journalist, producer and music manager and am currently Head of 
MDR Klassik digital at Mitteldeutscher Rundfunk. After studying Musicology, History of Art, 
Theatre, TV and Film in Cologne, I trained as a journalist at Süddeutscher Rundfunk in 
Stuttgart. I worked as a freelance journalist for Deutschlandfunk in Cologne from 1986 to 
1990, followed by seven years of being executive producer for the Stuttgart Radio Symphony. 
1997/98 I became executive producer of the multimedia activities at SDR, and then Deputy 
Head of the multimedia department at Südwestrundfunk in Baden-Baden. From 1999 to 2008 
I was Head of Music at Hessischer Rundfunk in Frankfurt and then became Head of Music 
and Production of MDR’s music ensembles. Since 2016, I am responsible for MDR Klassik 
(digital radio programme, streaming, web service, social media). I have also been working 
with the EBU for 28 years.

radio music
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Robert Ketteridge 
‘In its first two years the Digital Audio category has recognised a wide spectrum of 
digital work with audio at its heart, from fresh approaches to podcasting and social 
media campaigns to art-projects and new ways of interacting with audiences. Innovation 
and impact are at the heart of what the jury members will be looking for and I am looking 
forward to welcoming another new generation of digital audio talent to PRIX EUROPA 
for the third year of this award.’

I am Head of Arts, Documentaries and Drama for BBC Radio & Music Production 
and genre leader for radio documentaries. I grew up in Manchester, studied English at 
university and joined the BBC as a trainee in local radio news. I worked for several years 
as a producer of arts programmes and documentaries and in 2003 became Editor of 
the Documentaries Unit, looking after a wide range of programmes including series with 
the British Museum such as A History of the World in 100 Objects and Germany: 
Memories of a Nation. Today my responsibilities continue to include documentaries and 
arts and I also help to manage the radio drama teams in London and Birmingham.

Tristan Devriendt has spent the last 6 years studying medicine, 
pragmatically splitting it into theory at the bar and anatomy under the 
sheets. During his internship in the Neurosurgery Department, he is 
favourably noticed by the brilliant surgeon Mercier, who notices a tumour 
in Tristan’s nose. Suddenly, Tristan is no longer a brilliant medical student, 
but a cancer patient. Everyone around Tristan responds differently, 
ranging from dramatically crying their eyes out to nervously bursting out 
laughing. Tristan refuses to give up his ambitious goals and intends to pick 
up the thread of his old life as soon as possible, casually trying to squeeze 
25 radiation sessions and 6 chemo courses into his schedule. However, 
things are far tougher than he had imagined.

He used to change 
girlfriends more quickly than he changed underpants, but this time things 
are different, since his hair is falling out and he has acquired the typical 
grey chemo complexion. Fortunately, Hanne looks beyond his illness and 
loses her heart when she gets to know the new Tristan. His illness and 
bumpy romance will change Tristan. It will have an impact on him as a 
doctor, as a son and a brother, a friend and a lover.
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This is a two-part television film focused on the family of an elite miner 
and set against the backdrop of the biggest mining disaster in the 
Czech Republic of the second half of the 20th century, which left 108 
men dead. The family drama captures the story of a period when 
socialism was alive, work conditions resembled capitalism and the last 
of the last was first. In Czechoslovakia’s newest city Havířov records 
were broken, but so were people – in the name of the Red Star shining 
above the region’s showcase, the Dukla mine, which was about to 
switch from a six-day to five-day working week. It possessed the highest 
quality coal, coal that needed to be extracted in the interests of the 
socialist economy. At any price.

The series takes place in the late 1980s in Tanzania, where two 
Scandinavian families are stationed: The Danish family, Knudsen, 
consisting of Niels & Kirsten and their kids Christian & Annemette. 
They greet Tanzania full of good intentions. And the Larssons, 
consisting of Jonas & Katrina and daughter Sojla, who have lived in 
Tanzania for several years. Through the families, we experience a 
parallel tale of two generations, where the idealism, the self-realisation 
and the moral decay of the grown-ups turn into a slow and relentless 
betrayal of the children, who slip out into the periphery. Marcus, a young 
Tanzanian, who serves the Larssons, quickly befriends the newly arrived 
Christian.

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Sofia Karppi, a female detective in her 40s, has just lost her husband 
and is left alone with two children to take care of. As any single parent, 
she is struggling to find time for both work and family and she is still 
mourning the loss of her husband. The murder investigation makes 
Karppi and her snobbish new partner question environmental politics, 
corruption and personal secrets. But most of all it makes Karppi take 
risks she should not take. But she does because she feels more and more 
close and connected to the murdered young woman and her family.

This mini-series deals with the attitudes to homosexuality and Aids in 
France over three decades. Each episode reflects a crucial moment in 
French LGBT history. The first episode tells the story of 17 year old Victor 
who discovers his sexual leanings when he meets Sélim who is working 
on his father’s building site.

She is given the chance to go to Frankfurt 
to work for Deutsche Invest and its local Head of Investment, Gabriel 
Fenger.

With them, we ask ourselves: What are you worth? What do you live for?

Danny is young, ambitious and eager to plug into the 
benefits provided by modern tourism and the Wild Atlantic Way. Grace 
meets Danny and finds, that, despite the age gap, they are of like mind.

Helena Mikkelsen leaves her successful women’s football team to become 
the first female coach of a Norwegian premier league men’s team. She 
wages a fight against ingrained bias and is out to prove that women are 
every bit as good as men. In the scenic, industrial town of Ulsteinvik by 
the northwestern coast of Norway, football means everything, and is 
mostly reserved for men. All the people with good intentions - as well as 
the ones with bad ones – care about Varg Football Club. One of Varg’s 
players, Michael Ellingsen, is just about to sign the contract as head coach 
when Helena outmanoeuvres him. Despite club director Espen Eide’s 
initial hesitation Helena is soon able to expose the club’s weaknesses and 
convince him that the club is in bigger trouble than they realise.

Dubcek - Short Spring, 
Long Winter

It was only of short duration: the euphoria resulting from the feeling 
of freedom, a belief that the faults of the past may be redeemed and 
the conviction that Czechoslovakia would be transformed into a 
democratic country. It was Alexander Dubcek who headed the initiation 
of numerous important changes in Czechoslovak society at the end of 
1960s. A charismatic statesman with a kind smile who raised the hope 
in people that they will finally start experiencing a ‘breath’ of freedom. 
However, his plans were rapidly changed by Breznev. The attempts to 
establish democracy in Czechoslovakia were frozen by the invasion of 
the Warsaw Pact troops on 21 August 1968. 
This is the first historical portray of Dubcek as an important personality 
of Czechoslovak history. The narrator of the story is Dubcek himself. 
The film has three levels, carefully interwoven. One fictional story line 
reflects his subjective memories and interpretations of the historical 
events in 1968. Another fictional storyline is set in the mid 70s and 
features one single day during which Dubcek evokes in his mind the 
dramatic retrospectives from 1968. It also shows his social degradation. 
The third story line is non-fiction. Using archive materials as a necessary 
information source it aims to explain the dramatic events of 1968 in a 
documentary and illustrative form. 
The result is a complex historical TV drama, introducing the personality 
of Alexander Dubcek to both older generations and younger viewers 
who only know the so-called Prague Spring as a chapter in the history 
textbooks.
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This series is set in an academy for young ladies in Seville in the 20s. 
The teaching centre is clinging to an unbreakable way of doing things 
and the traditions of the city and the times. This universe and its pillars 
are shaken with the arrival of a new teacher, with a very different way 
of seeing things. She also has a secret objective directly related to the 
academy. A group of adults and young women searching for their voices 
will be the destiny of the protagonists.

Separated parents Vicky and Stephen must overcome their differences 
when their son, Max, has increasingly upsetting feelings around gender. 
Stephen returns to the family home when Max’s distress escalates – but 
will Max find the courage to express his true identity?
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This cinematic comedy bows out with a one-off special, stepping away 
from the present and transporting us instead to a place of peace. As the 
sense of mounting chaos subsides, in this meditative final episode we 
look at the day that Japanese illustrator Shun first arrived in England to 
work for children’s author Maurice Flower and live with his family – wife 
Deborah and their grown up twin children Amy and Donald.
Over the course of the preceding two series we have seen the family 
struggle – with Maurice’s depression and the emotional repercussions of 
his failed suicide attempt in Series One and, in Series Two, with Amy’s 
descent into hypomania and manic depression. We have also discovered 
that Shun has always felt a sense of his own darkness, never more so than 
when his family died in an earthquake in Japan. It was this darkness that 
helped him to feel a connection with Maurice and his work. As our series 
progressed, Shun increasingly struggled to fight for optimism in the 
face of such misery, often turning to drink. And, as the family wrestled 
with their own problems, Shun eventually found himself back in the 
forest where he once saw the ghosts of his family, with a gun in his hand, 
feeling like he wanted to die; like that was the only way out.
But the morning Shun arrives in England, he is full of the hope of a new 
beginning. The Flowers seem, to Shun, loving and functional. We see a 
day of simple pleasures – a walk, a tree climb, dinner. Simultaneously 
haunting and full of hope, this standalone finale breaks with traditional 
narrative form to give the show’s characters the freedom to decide their 
own fate.

Praised in legends, painted in oil, cast in bronze - heroes were masculine, 
courageous, martial, well into the 20th century with two world wars 
and many heroes’ monuments. Only in the second half of the twentieth 
century did the ‘heroic images’ of war change. The media society created 
new hero images - in art and above all in sports. Using the example 
of Heroes’ Square in Vienna, this film analyzes the different heroes’ 
concepts and the changes in heroes’ memorial culture. ‘On Heroes’ 
Square they believed, now comes paradise. In reality, they marched to 
hell.’ Heinz Kienzl experienced the enthusiasm of 15 March 1938. ‘They 
told us, it’s sweet to die for the Fatherland!’  Son of a Jewish mother, he 
witnessed how many of his school class volunteered for the Wehrmacht. 
Among these volunteers was Dietrich Ascher: ‘I wanted to get the 
Knight’s Cross!’ Richard Wadani refused this commanded ‘heroism’ 
and was brave enough to desert at the frontline. 11-year-old Lucia 
Heilman was hidden together with her mother Regina for four years by 
the blacksmith Reinhold Duschka - at the risk of his life. Maria Caesar 
was a resistance fighter in Styria: ‘If the Nazis had arrested me again, 
that would have been my death.’ After 1945 a long debate began about 
heroism in World War II. Heroes’ Square illustrates this through two 
separate memorials: on the right side of the hero’s gate there is the tomb 
for the unknown soldier, on the right side the Weiheraum for the victims 
of the Austrian Resistance Movement. Only since 2013, the ‘Festival 
of Joy’ takes place on 8 May on Heroes’ Square. A journey through the 
history of Heroes’ Square and Heroism, with historians, eyewitnesses and 
previously unseen archive pictures.

Grandson 

An Auschwitz commander’s grandson, Rainer Hoess is symbolically 
adopted by Holocaust survivor Eva Mozes Kor in 2014. The two, with 
their specific experiences, are united in the joint struggle against Neo-
Nazism, antisemitism, racism and xenophobia around the globe. 
Hans Rainer Hoess (49) is the grandson of SS commandant of the 
Auschwitz concentration camp Rudolf Franz Ferdinand Hoess, while Eva 
Mozes Kor (83) is a Holocaust survivor, known as a victim who forgave 
her perpetrators. 
Rainer Hoess broke off relations with his family and left home at the 
age of 15, when he found out that his grandfather Rudolf Hoess was 
responsible for the industrial extermination of 2.5 million Jews in World 
War II. At the age of 39, after he had a stroke, Rainer realised that he has 
to deal with his dark heritage and face the horrors of the Holocaust. After 
going public, Rainer became a ‘traitor, black sheep…’ for his father Hans 
Jurgen and his aunts, who were kids when they lived in the commander’s 
villa next to Auschwitz and had a ‘normal life’, 100 metres away from the 
crematoria. On the other side of the wall, Eva Mozes Kor was a 10-year 
old child when she was deported to Auschwitz and exposed to Dr Joseph 
Mengele’s deadly laboratory experiments with her twin sister Miriam. 
They lost both parents and their two older sisters just 30 minutes after the 
arrival to the concentration camp in 1944. 
After her sister Miriam died in 1993, Eva forgave the Nazis for what they 
had done to her explaining that she was ‘refusing to be victimised for the 
rest of her life’. Eva Mozes Kor says about Rainer: ‘The fact that he is the 
grandson of Rudolf Hoess, it says to me the following: ‘That is an ultimate 
revenge!’ - Rudolf Hoess does not enjoy his grandson, but I do!’.’

In this provocative and personal documentary, 18 year-old Bradford-
born Hiba explores the controversial but legal custom of first-cousin 
marriage. It is a practice, which has gone on within her own family for 
generations. And as she reaches adulthood she faces a massive dilemma 
– deciding whether to follow her culture and marry a cousin or go her 
own independent way. Exploring the devastating health impact that 
first-cousin marriage can have and the arguments for and against, Hiba 
finds out if it is possible to fancy and desire such a close relative before 
testing if this something she could do herself... In Britain where cousin 
marriage has been legal for over 400 years, first-cousin marriage is one 
of the last taboos, often viewed on a par with incest. However in one 
community – the British Pakistanis – 55 per cent of young people marry 
their first cousin. And in Bradford, where Hiba comes from, that figure is 
an astonishing 70 per cent. 
Although she is only 18, Hiba is already talking to her family about 
marriage. For them first-cousin marriage is the norm and some members 
of the family are especially keen for her to continue the tradition. 
Her uncle Younis is in favour – four out of five of his own children are 
in cousin marriages. Her dad, Maroof, is on the fence and her mum, 
Nuzhat, is very much against it, but both have said they will support 
Hiba in whatever decision she makes. At the moment Hiba is single and 
because all her first cousins have married each other, her only hope of a 
family match would be with a second or third cousin from Pakistan. 
So, should Hiba marry a cousin?

Searching for Shergar 

In the early eighties, Shergar was the most famous racehorse on earth.  
Born and raised in Ireland at the end of the 70s, he was later trained in 
Newmarket, England. By 1981, an amazing winning streak on the track 
had turned him into a global superstar. Everyone wanted a piece of him, 
so his owner the Aga Khan, one of the richest men in the world, willingly 
obliged.

Germany’s laws on weapons exports are among the strictest in the world. 
But Germany’s biggest weapons manufacturer has found ways to skirt 
these regulations. Via foreign subsidiaries, Rheinmetall AG exports 
bombs - and complete munitions factories - to countries such as Egypt 
and Saudi Arabia, where the governments use them for their military 
conflicts. 
The Düsseldorf-based company has set up a joint venture with the 
South African state-owned Denel conglomerate. Rheinmetall Denel 
Munition manufactures bombs and munitions there, along with turnkey 
armaments factories, mainly for sale to foreign customers. Rheinmetall 
CEO Armin Papperger has stated that sites in countries with less 
stringent export rules are part of his strategic goal of ensuring freedom 
from German laws. This has allowed Rheinmetall to sell ammunition 
factories to Saudi Arabia and the United Arab Emirates. Research for this 
documentary also shows that RDM recently supplied a plant to Egypt - 
another export transaction that would not be permitted from Germany. 
Furthermore RWM Italia, a 100 percent subsidiary of Rheinmetall AG, 
is making bombs used by Saudi-Arabia and its allies in Yemen – a war 
that has seen grave violations of international law and human rights 
and cost the lives of thousands of civilians. Meanwhile  Rheinmetall AG 
shares rose a record 70 percent in 2017. 
This documentary highlights the links between weapons sales, corporate 
profits,  the death of civilian populations and a German government that 
looks the other way.

The seal of the Marine Stewardship Council (MSC) serves as the world’s 
most successful ecological insignia. Most consumers know and trust 
the seal. It acts as a guarantee that the fish products are obtained through 
means that preserve the marine ecosytem.

Ultra right wing ideas in Germany – after World War II there hasn’t 
been much breeding ground for them. Their representatives often 
appeared violent and racist, expressed open sympathies for Nazi ideology – 
no chance to convince relevant parts of the German people. But 
times are changing. Nationalist ideas are being revived all over the 
world, and especially in Europe. In Germany the Euro-sceptic and 
refugee-hostile AfD is the new opposition leader in parliament. Far 
right strategists believe the AfD and the refugee crisis to be their golden 
opportunity to change German society back to the good old days - 
more national, more conservative and most of all: more German. 
The leaders of that movement avoid mistakes they made in the past. 
They look more like hipsters than like Nazis. They talk smart and 
sensitive instead of brawling. They behave like intellectuals – reading 
and writing books, speaking about Goethe and Kant, the bible and 
environmentalism.

Smoke and Fumes - 
The Climate Change Cover-Up

With Donald Trump, an outmoded view of climate change has taken 
hold of the White House. Great news for oil companies such as 
Exxon and Shell. They have been secretly financing scientific studies 
and campaigns, which are talking down climate change and have 
been influencing the public debate for 60 years.
New documents prove that since 1957, these companies have been 
aware of the fact that burning fossil fuels changes the climate. 
But the US oil companies not only carried out strictly secret research 
and then concealed the results. Since 1963, Exxon and Shell engineers 
have been using their knowledge about climate change to gear up for 
a warming planet: They built higher and sturdier oil rigs to compensate 
for rising sea levels and more severe storms. Pipelines in the Arctic 
were anchored more firmly because of the melting permafrost.
‘Climate change was a huge thing at the time,’ says geophysicist 
Edward Garvey, who worked for Exxon from 1978-1983. 
‘Exxon researched in all directions, CO2 emissions, storm forecasts, 
melting permafrost. And then, overnight, all research programmes 
were discontinued. That’s so frustrating.’
Instead, the companies did exactly the opposite: they commissioned 
counter-studies, which were widely disseminated via lobby groups. 
They deliberately financed research to discredit their own results, 
tried to explain climate change through sunspots or deny it altogether. 
They stressed statistical errors and uncertainties. Climate change 
deniers still work like this today. This is the story about the biggest 
cover-up in history, which lasted for 60 years and is only now being 
revealed.

ZDFzoom: Pirates in Suits - 
How Shipowners, Bankers 
and Politicians Exploit 
Taxpayers

In just a few years, the HSH Nordbank became the leading shipping 
financier in the world. Since the start of the financial crisis ten years ago, 
ship financing has collapsed gradually, partly because the global flow of 
goods has temporarily faltered as a result of the crisis. If the federal states 
Hamburg and Schleswig-Holstein had not stepped in with billion-dollar 
support measures, HSH Nordbank would probably have been faced with 
insolvency years ago. The result so far for the tax payer: Expected total 
costs of around 17.9 billion Euros. ‘The costs could actually be even 
higher’, says business studies professor Peter Nippel from the University 
of Kiel. Old transactions of the state-owned federal bank, especially in 
the area of ship finance, cause new losses shortly before the forced sale of 
the bank. ZDFzoom had to file a complaint to the administrative court 
in Schleswig in order for these figures to be made public. It seems these 
poor results were not intended for publication prior to the upcoming sale 
process of HSH Nordbank. Hamburg’s financial senator Tschentscher, 
SPD, confirmed that the HSH was saved at the expense of future 
generations of taxpayers: ‘We have to bear the debts of HSH Nordbank, 
the consequences, so to speak’. 
ZDFzoom follows the question as to why loans of this magnitude have 
been issued apparently without sufficient collateral and reliable business 
plans. All parties emphasise in unison that until 2008 no one could guess 
how the market for container shipping would develop. 
Michael Cordero’s and Dani Parthum’s research gives serious reason 
to doubt the thesis that neither ship owners and banks, nor supervisory 
politicians recognised the risk.

Mechanism: The Big Tax Break

After a year-long investigation the Mechanism team reveals the whole 
scheme of corruption between the biggest private companies and public 
officials which have caused 500 million Euro tax debt that cannot be 
collected by the state. While normal citizens are paying their dues and 
taxes, the authorities are practically cancelling all the debts of a favoured 
few. Besides this, companies not paying taxes are in a privileged position 
compared to those that do. According to the law, state-related work can 
only be commissioned to companies without tax debts. Despite this, 
our investigation shows that those very companies have often been tax 
debtors for years. They are getting paid millions for public commissions. 
And after completion they end up not paying tax again. According to our 
investigation, the cause of this situation is the fact that the Department of 
Public Revenues has not enforced the payment of tax dues, despite having 
the obligation to do so, according to the Law on Tax Administration. 
But it is also because the government has adopted secondary legislation 
or decrees practically blocking the Department of Public Revenues from 
enforcing the law. Montenegro would not be able to secure even half of 
the total of over half a billion Eurosof tax debt, all thanks to the decisions 
and laws adopted by the authority representatives. The Big Tax Break is 
the second series of the Investigative TV show Mechanism produced and 
broadcast by the public broadcasting service RTCG in Montenegro.

Mission Investigate: 
The General

This is the story on how the arrest of human trafficking king-pin 
Medhanie Yehdego Mered aka ‘The General’ turned out to be a major 
European failure. 
In June 2016, after years of police investigations carried out by Sweden, 
UK, Holland, Germany through Eurojust and under the leadership of 
the well-known anti-mafia prosecutor Mr. Calogero Ferrara, the world’s 
most wanted human trafficker was extradited to Italy from Sudan. 
The move attracted intense media attention at the time. ‘It’s Europe’s 
arrest of the year’, the authorities told the press. 
Ever since news of the arrest broke, there have been serious doubts about 
the man’s identity. Hundreds of Mered’s victims say the wrong man has 
been detained. According to his family, the extradited man, who has 
been under trial for almost two years, is in fact the 29-year old Eritrean 
refugee Medhanie Tesfamariam Berhe. In collaboration with 
the Guardian, NRK and Swedish-Eritrean journalist Meron Estefanos 
we could reveal how DNA-tests, voice analyses and key witnesses 
supports the idea that the authorities never caught the real ‘General’, 
but a random refugee on his way to Europe. And how the Swedish 
police provided the crucial information that led to the arrest. We also 
found witnesses and information uncovering the real whereabouts of 
‘The General’, following his traces to Uganda. 
The case of ‘The General’ is not merely a case of mistaken identity but 
raises serious questions on Europe’s fight against human trafficking 
and the handling of the refugee crisis.

Jegge’s System

His fall was deep: from the acclaimed ‘teacher of the nation’ to an outlaw. 
2017 Jürg Jegge admitted to having sexually abused several of his former 
pupils in the 1970s and 1980s. This documentary shows how the sexual 
offender managed to create a closed system in full public view with 
everybody remaining silent. 
There had always been rumours about the strange teacher who wanted 
to revolutionise the school system with contested antiauthoritarian 
methods: Jürg Jegge provoked the school board by teaching at a barnyard. 
He neither had a class schedule, an educational objective nor grades. 
The pupils came and went as they pleased and fooling around was part 
of Jegge’s education. But after he wrote a national bestseller on education 
he was considered a star educator. 
His pupils were special needs children and teenagers. He took them to 
his house and on trips to the mountains and to Vienna. Nobody said a 
word. On the contrary, the other teachers, the school board and the 
parents seemed relieved that somebody looked after these difficult kids. 
Sexual abuse victims and former school inspectors are at the centre of 
this documentary. Their narration is juxtaposed: The victims describe 
how their teacher manipulated them by pretending to apply a new 
massage therapy to help with their learning disability while sexually 
abusing them. The school inspectors have to admit that their admiration 
for Jürg Jegge blindsighted them. 
The film documents how the teacher’s sexual abuse wove a net of 
dependencies of which some lasted over decades and how the silence 
over the abuse dominates till today.

Dream School

Inspire the uninspired! Dream School has no ‘real teachers’. Here the 
lessons are taught by some of the Netherland’s most inspirational 
individuals, often celebrities who are specialists in particular subjects. 
Together they see if they can persuade a group of drop-outs to give 
education a second chance. 
Dream School is originally a format by Jamie Oliver, a former drop-out 
himself. In the Dutch version the project is hosted by Lucia Rijker 
(6x world champion kick boxing and also former drop-out) and van ’t 
Zelfde (rector). They interact with the group of 14 adolescents on a daily 
basis, they monitor, coach, regulate and intervene. The goal is as simple 
as it is difficult: inspire the uninspired.  This is difficult because during 
the project it becomes clear what problems and patterns source the often 
destructive behaviour of these young people. They mostly dropped out 
of the regular system because of this behaviour. And even though they 
come to Dream School with the hope of finding strength and motivation 
to build their future, the intensity of the project triggers their patterns 
and ‘bad’ behaviour. This results in difficult moments of confrontation, 
sadness and resistance. But neither Lucia Rijker nor Eric van ’t Zelfde or 
any of the teachers are willing to give up on these young people. They 
keep on trying to reach them and have them grow. And the results speak 
for themselves. The students often get interested in subjects they did not 
expect and achieve goals they could not imagine.

My Sami History

This documentary searches to shed light on a forgotten part of Swedish 
history through the eyes of a young Sami woman, trying to find out 
more about her heritage and trying to come to terms with it. 
Like many indigenous peoples around the world, the Sami people in 
Sweden have been subjected to racism and oppression. In the late 19th 
century, racial biology was on the rise and it resulted in Sweden creating 
the first state institute of racial biology in the world in 1922. The aim 
was to find differences between people based on ethnic race. Máridjá is 
19 years old and proud of being Sami. In the archive left over from 
the long gone racial institute, she sees her relatives photographed and 
categorised after looks, head shape and colouring. This is part of the 
history she has not had the strength to explore until now, and a history 
many Swedes are unaware of even today. We also meet Lars Levi, who 
as a child had to leave his family against their will to live in a boarding 
school especially aimed at Sami children. He was subjected to having 
his head measured when he was a child. The goal of educating the Sami 
children was to have them remain reindeer herders. The children were 
forbidden to speak Sami in school, which is one of the reasons why many 
Sami have lost their language and thereby also big parts of their cultural 
heritage. The documentary gives voice to Sami people and their stories, 
which are interwoven with archive materials and factual texts, laying 
a basis for understanding how the Swedish state has historically looked 
upon the Sami indigenous people in Sweden.
The programme is produced with the specific aim of being part of the 
materials used in schools to teach about the Sami people of Sweden.

The main character Veronika Karafiátová has just passed her A-levels 
and is leaving for Prague to study at university. 
‘She’s a girl who at the start decides she wants to find true love,’ says 
the series’ author Petr Vodička, ‘It is a completely understandable and 
praiseworthy decision, but it also turns her into a kind of test subject,’ 
he adds. ‘We follow this effort and wait to see if she really finds true love. 
During the three episodes the question expands until it reaches fatal 
proportions: Does something like true love actually exist?’ 
Vodička says he inserted two main character archetypes into the 
broadcasts. ‘First there are people who are close to Veronika and who 
undergo some development; and for me it is amusing to observe the 
ensuing development of their relationship with Veronika or the tragic 
lack thereof,’ says Vodička, ‘Then there are many minor characters 
who comment on Veronika’s efforts, who move the storyline further 
and help create a kind of relaxed mode of narration.’

‘I cried, and I cried, and I cried. And the crying - this crying - has never 
really stopped. It will never end. As it has no end.’ It’s the crying of the 
children of war.

I met Alona a year ago for the recording. She told me about herself.

They found shelter with the Józak family, who lived near the ghetto. 
The family agreed on one condition: that the Goldmans should come 
without the girl, because a child is difficult to hide. For some time Ilonka 
lived in the countryside with the family of Hanna Seremet. But when 
the money from the golden crowns that Salomon had pulled out of 
Gusta’s teeth with the help of a Swiss penknife ran out, Hanka brought 
the girl to the hiding place of the Józak family, and they allowed her 
to stay. After the end of the war, Ilonka was sent to an orphanage. Little 
Jews, Poles, Gypsies, Russians, Ukrainians. Alona is right. The crying 
will never end. As it has no end. The radio play consists of recorded 
conversations, written scenes and fragments from the book.

She 
recorded the whole process of adaptation of an emotionally abused 
14-year old boy, whom she had taken in while he was in foster care. 
Slowly, with many reservations on his side, a bond that he should have 
established with his mother, began to emerge between them. The author’s 
inner monologue, reveals all the doubts and pain when confronting 
a deeply wounded young man, but it also testifies of her immense 
perseverance and unconditional love. Scenes with Jan and various social 
and pedagogical workers, psychologist and Jan’s mother testify to the 
cruel reality which they have experienced. In the inner monologue, the 
foster mother exposes her inner questioning, distress and hopes, and 
the young boy is observed through her eyes and heard through her ears. 
The emotional drama about educational, parental anguish, love and 
hope is written in a documentary style, but held within an intimate 
atmosphere.

Is it possible to portray someone for radio who is said to be ‘a man of a 
few words’? Someone who prefers not talking to talking? This slow paced 
programme convincingly demonstrates that it is not only possible but 
can be achieved in vivid and compelling detail.
Cautiously, the feature-maker approaches this modest and self-effacing 
writer, and as the story unfolds the encounter develops into a dense 
reflection on the Last Things. It’s his voice that captivates the listener 
from the very beginning, indicating that this is someone who has more 
to say than uttering rehearsed, boilerplate statements.

Ryszard Krynicki, one of the most prominent poets of postwar Poland, 
was born in 1943 in Sankt Valentin, Austria, where his parents had been 
deported to a Nazi labour camp. In Poland in the 1960s he became a 
leading member of the ‘New Wave’ group of poets (‘Nowa Falla’). Defying 
censorship, he published his writings in Samisdat, passing hand-written 
poems from reader to reader. Krynicki is a distinguished translator of 
German-language poetry which is why he speaks German so well. Since 
1992 he has run the prestigious independent publishing house a5, which 
publishes Wisława Szymborska, Zbigniew Herbert, Adam Zagajewski 
and the work of many younger Polish poets.

Wilfried

Wilfried was murdered on 17 March 2016 in broad daylight in a café 
outside Goussainville train station in northern Paris. The authors had 
been recording him for more than a year for a documentary profile. As 
the former boss of a street gang in nearby Villiers-le-Bel, Wilfried spoke 
with detachment about his delinquent past, his childhood in the projects, 
and his desire to get away by buying a house across the street from the 
highrise blocks where he grew up. Just as he was getting out of the hood, 
the hood caught up with him. 
From that moment on, the planned profile of Wilfried morphs into an 
investigation of his death. The documentary-makers meet Wilfried’s 
brother, sister and wife, the mother of his children, as well as the family’s 
attorney and a journalist reporting for the leading Paris daily, Le 
Parisien. Honour, revenge, pride, weaponry and the code of silence are 
the ingredients of Wilfried’s fate. The police investigation takes on the air 
of Greek tragedy. 
In 2001, Isabelle had met Wilfried Atonga in Villiers-le-Bel, a popular 
district in the northern suburbs of Paris, where working-class families 
are often French with foreign origins. Isabelle was writing her thesis in 
sociology about juvenile deliquency. Born in a polygamous family from 
Congo, Wilfried was then the former boss of a street gang, and had 
been involved in various drug traffics. At the time he was 21, strong and 
charismatic, a famous figure in this poor neigbourhood. In 2015, Isabelle 
decided to get in touch with Wilfried again after the Paris terror attacks. 
She enrolled her friend and radio-maker Mehdi and they started working 
on a profile of Wilfried, now a father of two, and busy with buying a 
house not far from the projects where he grew up, which is when fate 
caught up with him.

Faked Science - A Feature 
About Manipulation and 
Fraud in Science 

Diederik Stapel was a respected researcher. Then it turned out that 
everything had been manipulated, invented and made to look good. 
Originally, the studies by Dutch social psychologist Diederik Stapel 
had caused quite a stir – whether in scientific journals or the New York 
Times. The 50-year old was a professor, a doctoral supervisor, even a 
dean. But in 2011 it turned out that Diederik Stapel was one thing above 
all: an impostor. At first, he manipulated the results of his data, later he 
simply invented them. More than 50 publications were faked. How can 
a scientist invent data for years under his colleagues’ noses without the 
fraud ever being noticed? Gabriele Knetsch investigates this question 
and manages to have a very personal interview with the former scientist, 
who is now completely outside the university world. Stapel’s story runs 
like a thread through the programme - he openly describes the pressure 
to produce good results, his own methods of falsification, and also the 
silence of the scientific community. 
The procedures for examining scientific misconduct take place behind 
closed doors at the relevant universities. Science monitors and checks on 
itself – that is, if it does so at all. 
Taking Diederik Stapel’s example as a starting point, Gabriele Knetsch 
researches a seemingly parallel case. Doubts are increasingly being 
voiced about the work published by Stapel’s colleague, the German social 
psychologist Jens Förster: his data are ‘too good to be true,’ the critics 
say. An elaborate search for evidence begins. Interviews are carried out 
with university colleagues, critics and whistleblowers. Was the German 
star researcher a fraudster like Stapel - or did he simply deliver very good 
results?

The Orwell Wheeler

In 1987, Stephen Roche did the unthinkable, winning the three biggest 
cycle races in the world - the Giro d’Italia, Tour De France and the 
World Championship. 30 years on, we look back at this iconic sporting 
achievement, which is yet to be repeated. Road cycling is one of the 
world’s toughest, most exacting sports. It brings people to the very 
outer limits of their physical and mental capacity. The cycling calendar 
contains many races but three tower over all of the others. The first is 
May’s Giro d’Italia-three weeks through the most challenging terrain 
Italy has to offer. July sees the Tour De France, cycling’s toughest 
test through the torture chambers of the Alps and Pyrenees. Finally, 
September brings the World Championships a single six and a half hour 
race to see who will spend the following year wearing the rainbow jersey 
of champion of the world.
To win any one of these races is to enter sporting history, to win all three 
in the same season was thought unattainable until the legendary Belgian 
cyclist Eddy Merckx achieved it in 1974. Many believed it was a feat that 
could never be repeated. But it was: on a cold September day in Austria in 
1987, by a maintenance fitter from Dundrum in South Dublin who hailed 
from a small cycling club called Orwell Wheelers. His name - Stephen 
Roche.
The night before he left Ireland to seek his fortune in the tough world 
of continental cycling, a family friend said to Roche that everybody 
expected him to go once around the Eiffel Tower and come home. 
He made him promise not to return. Roche eventually did, but as the 
world’s number one cyclist.

Fire Front

In 2017, Portugal faced the deadliest and most devastating forest fires 
in the country’s history. More than 100 people died. Many of those who 
died were killed in their cars as they tried to flee the flames. At least 250 
people were injured, and the fires burned about 560,000 hectares of land 
across the central region of Portugal. 
The worst wildfire broke out on 17 June in the municipality of Pedrógão 
Grande and spread to several neighbouring areas. Over 2,000 firefighters 
were deployed to combat the fires, under intense heat and strong winds. 
Many of them were severely injured.
‘Fire Front’ is a first-person memoir of Rui Rosinha, one of the firefighters 
that survived the tragedy in Pedrógrão Grande, after more than two 
months in a coma. Just before Rui Rosinha was airlifted to the hospital, 
he promised his son he was not going to die. And he is about to return 
home.
The Portuguese Prime Minister, António Costa, declared three days of 
national mourning. António Guterres, Secretary-General of the United 
Nations, himself Portuguese, said he was shocked by the tragedy and 
pledged to offer all needed assistance. France and Spain provided a 
collective five water-bombing planes along with 200 members of the 
Military Emergencies Unit and the European Union began coordinating 
international relief efforts.
In Rome, Pope Francis led thousands of people in silent prayer for the 
victims of what he called the ‘devastating fire’ in Portugal. The fires 
prompted a national debate about forest management and an overhaul of 
the emergency response.

The Medium Is the Message

Generation X author Douglas Coupland explores the ideas, sound and 
vision of media seer Marshall McLuhan who in the 1960s coined the 
phrases ‘the medium is the message’ and ‘the global village’ - forever 
changing our understanding of the media and our relationship to it.
Marshall McLuhan was the first great prophet of what would become 
digital mass media and indeed the global media village - a thinker 
and writer of near supernatural foresight. Trained as a literary scholar, 
throughout his career McLuhan not only examined the relationship 
between form and content in the media itself, offering dazzling 
arguments for the importance of medium over content, but anticipated 
the very idea of online networks, virtual reality, multiple interfaces, 
social media and most importantly of all, how new technologies rewire 
us by stealth, endlessly transforming our identities and our communities. 
‘We shape our tools and thereafter our tools shape us,’ he said.
Drawing on cutting-edge thinking about networks and cybernetics 
McLuhan foresaw a fully wired, connected world which would bring to 
an end the isolated consumption of print. New cross-border (effectively 
online) communities would form, breaking old political barriers, creating 
genuinely new kinds of electronic identity. But with this McLuhan 
offered a warning: older ideas of privacy and the self would evaporate 
under new media he said, leading to the rise of what he called ‘discarnate’ 
man - the lost, disembodied user extended across an unrelenting, 
unforgiving electronic global nervous system.
McLuhan’s ideas seem more prescient than ever. As Douglas Coupland 
puts it: ‘The future has never happened so quickly, to so many people, 
in such an extreme way - just as Marshall predicted, an uncanny prophet 
of our own digital age.’

The Spirit of Hessle Road

Hessle Road is an infamous working class district in Hull, UK. But to 
those who live and work there, it’s much more than that - it’s a place of 
character, community but also hardship. Hull’s heritage is anchored 
in the sea. Its fishermen, the last of the great hunters, lived in the most 
colourful community in the world but were exposed to extreme danger 
in the perilous waters within the Arctic Circle. They lived for the day, 
but suffered for the week.

Creation With the 
Gene Cutter

Hardly any other biological discovery this decade has caused more 
furore: Crispr/Cas is the name of the ‘gene editor’ which can specifically 
alter the genetic material of each cell. Higher-yielding crops and a cure 
for hereditary diseases now seems possible; but also the cultivation of 
living organs for animals and designer babies. The pioneers of genetic 
editing are being considered as candidates for the Nobel Prize: Previous 
attempts at genetic engineering appear to be shots in the dark compared 
to the Crispr/Cas. The new method is cheap, much more accurate and 
promises the possibility of re-writing the ‘code of life’, not only in a 
few varieties of plants but in every living being. There is a great sense 
of optimism in many industries, from agriculture, animal breeding to 
human medicine. Companies are pushing for rapid market access and 
demanding patents for their new creations. But what will the social 
consequences of a DNA revolution be? 
The author begins his research at the Californian laboratory of the gene 
editor inventors Charlotte Charpentier and Jennifer Doubner. He asks 
Monsanto and Bayer lobbyists about their plans, documents helpless 
debates in the EU Parliament, meets farmers and a ‘gene hacker’, visits 
an experimental farm that cultures human heart valves in pigs and notes 
the first interventions into the human germline by Chinese scientists. 
This feature confronts the listener with the question of how far we are 
prepared to go, both scientifically and ethically, to get what we desire – 
and makes clear how well-overdue a broad political debate about this is.

Crying Isn’t Going to Help 
You Now!  - Violence in 
Obstetric Care

The young surgeon feels good. She is looking forward to giving birth. 
The clinic promises a home birth with the safety of a hospital. Everything 
is going as planned. Then the midwife injects her without warning and 
against her will a strong tranquiliser. She can’t defend herself against 
what follows. For her the experience is like being raped. To this day she 
is suffering from psychological consequences.
In 2014, the World Health Organization (WHO) issued a statement: 
‘Many women around the world experience abusive and neglectful 
treatment in obstetric settings at birth.’ The list of abuses is long: physical 
abuse, profound humiliation and verbal insult, forced or involuntary 
medical interventions, gross violation of privacy, refusal of admission, 
neglect at birth. The WHO speaks of a serious problem. Violence in 
obstetrics is a taboo in Germany, it is hardly talked about. First and 
foremost is the well-being of the child. 
Marie von Kuck researched for months and talked to dozens of women 
who were subjected to violence during the process of giving birth. For 
her feature, she has selected two cases that are not particularly serious 
but, above all, typical. It becomes clear how modern birth medicine with 
its good intentions and safety priorities often negatively influences the 
course of a birth. Unnecessary medical interventions and medications, 
can make giving birth a traumatising experience.

The more difficult the situation, the louder the call for strong security 
organs.

The Drug Lords of Mali - 
About War-mongers and 
a Peace Mission

In Mali, the security situation has deteriorated dramatically, despite the 
international military presence of 11,000 UN soldiers. At the beginning 
of the UN mission MINUSMA five years ago, only the north of the 
country suffered from Islamist violence. Today, the centre is also affected. 
The international MINUSMA mission is considered the most dangerous 
in the world. 
Thanks to extensive research, reporter Bettina Rühl gained the trust 
of members of armed groups and asked them about the reasons for the 
increasing instability of the West African country. It transpires, that 
all armed groups participate in drug smuggling - even those who have 
signed a peace treaty with the government under international pressure.
The smuggling of cocaine and hashish has now become an important 
economic factor in Mali - almost the only one in the north of the 
country. With their economic power, the drug barons control many 
armed groups and smuggling rings fighting each other. However, they 
invest their money not only in weapons, but also in civil enterprises such 
as transport, real estate or well construction. Their power could only 
be broken if the UN soldiers were allowed to take action against them. 
However, the United Nations has not given them a mandate to do so. 
According to the UN the fight against crime is the task of the Malian 
government. But it does nothing because - as members of the smuggling 
rings report - high-ranking Malian military and politicians are also 
involved in smuggling and drug trafficking: as bosses, competitors, 
accomplices or buyers. Even the state bank is involved. The MINUSMA 
mission has failed.

Libyan Survival - 
Refugees Rescued From Sea

In November 2017 The International Organization for Migration said 
the Mediterranean remains by far the world’s deadliest border for 
migrants and refugees. After more than two years struggling to stem 
the flow of refugees and migrants drowning off the coast of Libya more 
forceful action by the Libyan navy and EU-funded boats saw a drop 
in Mediterranean migrant rescues last year. But this has had a human 
cost. With the EU struggling to stem migration and deal with severe 
conditions in Libyan detention camps Della Kilroy completed a three 
part investigative radio series hearing from refugees fleeing Libya to seek 
asylum in Italy. The EU and Italy agreed last February to fund migrant 
centres managed by UN agencies, but progress has been slow because of 
the vast security crisis in Libya. While the European Commission say 
they have drastically reduced the loss of life in the Mediterranean the 
UN’s human rights chief has accused European countries of ignoring 
issues in Libya, saying it has caused detainees in Libya to rise sharply to 
almost 20,000 in dire conditions. 
The investigative series examined the human cost of the EU backed deal 
with Libya which sees the Libyan coast guard intercept boast turning 
them back to Libya. The reports also reflected on conditions in Libyan 
detention centres and heard from aid agencies supporting those seeking 
asylum in Sicily.

Can You Prove Where Your 
House Was? - An Alternative 
Christmas Story

This Argos-episode starts off like a traditional Christmas story. A man 
and a woman look for refuge after a long journey. They are from Eritrea. 
In the Netherlands, Eritrean refugees have the right to asylum. But what 
if they cannot prove that they are from Eritrea? Eritrean asylum seekers 
get lost in the bureaucratic jungle that is the Dutch immigration service. 
In their search for documentation that proves who they are, they feel 
forced to turn to the Eritrean embassy. The authorities of the country 
they fled.
Argos managed to obtain a secret recording on which we can hear what 
goes on inside the embassy. A refugee who visits the embassy in order 
to procure some documents, is refused service. The consul tells him he 
needs to pay the obligatory ‘diasporatax’. This is a controversial tax, of 
which the Eritrean government has stated numerous times that it doesn’t 
force people into paying it. He is also asked to sign a so-called ‘regret 
form’, with which he declares to be guilty of ‘crimes’ and to accept his 
punishment. In Eritrea people who leave the country illegally face the 
death penalty. 
After the broadcast, the majority of the Dutch House of Representatives 
called for the closing of the Eritrean embassy. In the end the minister 
decided to eject their highest diplomat. And the news got picked up 
worldwide, from the US to Germany to Nigeria.
The secret recording is not the only thing that makes this episode stand 
out. Eritrean refugees provided a full insider’s view of the questions 
put to them by the Dutch immigration service, and how they answered 
those questions. The Dutch Documentation Bureau shows how they 
verify documentation of Eritrean refugees. And the director of the Dutch 
immigration service reacts on record to the findings.

Texting a Student

This radio documentary deals with the issue of violating the limits 
of a child’s safety and sexuality by a teacher who was sending text 
messages with sexual connotations to one of his students in lower 
secondary school.

More than 1300 people live at permanent risk in the Valley of Chícharos 
(known as ‘Jamaica’) in the Municipality of Seixal, on the periphery 
of the Portuguese capital Lisbon.

Bodies for Sale

Even though buying sex is illegal in Sweden, sex is traded more openly 
than ever. Anyone can find prostitutes online and contact them, without 
much difficulty. But at the same time, we know very little about what goes 
on behind the scenes. We sometimes hear about spectacular cases, how 
the police have arrested a network of pimps or found an illegal brothel in 
an apartment block, but we rarely hear about the background or who the 
people running the business really are.
Kaliber has delved more deeply into this world by investigating the 
people who have been convicted of crimes related to causing or inciting 
prostitution for gain and sex trafficking in Sweden over the past three 
years. The crimes vary in character. It can be organised gangs that pick 
up women abroad, or men who exploit women with substance abuse 
problems or a developmental disability.
We have interviewed prostitutes, buyers of sex and pimps. We found 
one of the pimps in his native Romania. While the Swedish authorities 
broke up the network of pimps and sentenced those involved to prison, 
we could establish that they seem to have moved on to another European 
country, where the sale of other people’s bodies continues in the same 
way as it did in Sweden.
We have been able to report that an increasing number of suspected 
trafficking cases have been identified by the authorities. We have shown 
that adverts on Swedish escort sites may conceal human trafficking. 
We have provided a glimpse into a world which is otherwise hidden and 
the methods used by the pimps, and in so doing we have cast a light on 
the grey area between human trafficking and voluntary prostitution. 
We have also given a voice to a vulnerable group and managed to portray 
the exploited women not only as victims, but as stakeholders.

‘I add you on my Facebook so we can keep in contact’. These are words 
from a school counsellor to a 14-year old pupil going abroad with her 
father.

In November 2016 and January 2017, three bombings are perpetrated 
in the Swedish city of Gothenburg. The attacks target newly arrived 
refugees and leftwing activists.

Over many generations the Catholic Church in the UK provided shelter 
and care for vulnerable children whose families had been broken by 
death or poverty. But many of those who grew up in these orphanages 
claim the care they were offered amounted to years of serious beatings 
and emotional abuse which scarred them for life. 
File on 4 investigated one such former institution, Smyllum Park in  
Lanark, uncovering new evidence of alleged abuse and raising serious 
questions about child deaths at the orphanage, before it was closed in 
1981.

Heinrich Ignaz Franz Biber 
(1644-1704) dedicated the fifteen ‘Mystery Sonatas’ to the mysteries 
of the Rosary. They are known mainly to dedicated music specialists. 
In his sonatas, Biber attempted to overcome the limits of the violin. 
Through the excessive use of the scordatura, or rather the re-tuning 
of the instrument, he wanted to create new timbres. Biber’s cycle for 
violin and basso continuo were considered radically modern at the time. 
‘Heinrich Ignaz Franz Biber was an experimenter’, says the baroque 
violinist and Biber specialist Maya Homburger. She has recorded the 
Mystery Sonatas with original instruments, but also with the composer 
and double bass player Barry Guy in an unconventional duo formation. 
The duo move within a frontier-land between early and new music, 
combining baroque and contemporary sound. Both reject popular cross-
over. A cartoon video clip produced for Facebook and the WDR 3 website 
shows a special aspect of Biber’s compositional experimentation that is 
common in contemporary jazz today: the ‘Extended Techniques’. In the 
humorous animation, Barry Guy explains that Biber altered instruments 
with objects to change their sound. Guy, himself a master of extended 
techniques on the double bass, readily admits that Biber came up with 
the idea before him.

The composition Drop by Katarina Miljković was presented and had its 
premier in Belgrade at the New Sound Spaces discussion forum in the 
hall of the Composers’ Association of Serbia (CAS), on 16 May 2017. 
The show was created on the basis of the recorded material from the 
forum in which several speakers participated, including the author and 
performer of music, American bassoon player Chris Watford. 
By selecting appropriate fragments of speech, as well as of music itself, 
I wanted to present the creative process of Ms. Miljković in an unusual 
genesis of the work inspired by the Serbian folk lament. Original music 
material, and the strong emotional charge of the song which is otherwise 
not sung outside of the envisaged ritual context, influenced the composer 
in different ways – as audio material convenient for tonal deconstruction 
and as a place of a sentimental journey into a forgotten, ancient musical 
tradition.
As the author says the idea behind the piece is the fragility of the whole 
of  human nature. We usually celebrate heroism, victory. The other side 
remains hidden. The lament here is a prism, a filter that sheds light on the 
reflections of a human being. As women hold and represent the whole 
of our existence, the lament of a woman lets us see the hidden shadows 
of its history.

Music for the Radio

It was and remains necessary to see radio not only as a medium but also 
as art. Radio art is discordant with radio and music in their traditional 
perceptions. Music in particular, in its classical diffusion, does not 
adapt efficiently to the radio medium, because it is not designed for 
this medium and does not take into consideration its specificity and its 
paradigm. Radio has its unique listening characteristics and here are 
some parameters to consider when creating music for radio: 
- Keep in mind that radio enters the intimacy of the home and that the 		
	 listeners are often listening to other sounds while tuned in, for example 	
	 the domestic everyday life sounds.
- The place where the music comes from is different than where the music 	
	 is being heard.
- The absence of a single and precise listening location, but rather many 	
	 indeterminate locations.
- A broken concept of the linearity of time and a negligence of the 		
	 concept of beginning and end as we can’t know when the listeners tune 	
	 in or out.
- A different sound system for each listening location which is often of 		
	 mediocre quality.
- The uncertainty of who listens what and how.
- In the case of FM or AM broadcast, the transition of the sound into 		
	 deep space, the intermediate space, between here and...

This list is not exhaustive but it is already a good start to consider these 
paradigms while creating music for the radio. For these reasons and these 
needs we have invited twelve musicians to think about these paradigms 
and propose a series of concerts conceived for the radio and diffused 
exclusively on the radio. The radio concerts have been broadcasted on 
Radio Campus Brussels, 88vier Radio in Berlin and Extra Resonance in 
Brighton.

The Machine. About the

This mockumentary about an artificial intelligence device that claims 
to be able to predict everything is set in 2019 Germany. The fictional 
character Marie Winkler finds the machine on her doorstep, and soon 
its convincing statements are turning her life upside down. Within a 
few days the artificial intelligence has become an Internet phenomenon, 
and before long it meddles with international politics, predicting that 
the North Korea conflict will turn into a nuclear war. Politicians try to 
defend democratic decision-making, but seem to be overpowered by 
the wheels that the machine has set in motion. This fictional story is 
dotted with statements from actual scientists, talking about the work 
they were doing in 2017. Their ideas about the opportunities and dangers 
that may come from introducing more artificial intelligence into society 
are incorporated into the storyline. The radio feature was accompanied 
by a website, a teaser video, and social media elements. Online, we 
summarise the story in the form of a graphic novel. It roughly sketches 
the underlying conflicts and poses questions in an easily digestible way. 
In our opinion, the graphic novel not only appropriately reflects the 
mixing of fact and fiction, but is also a great medium to not constrain 
the imagination of the listener too much. Much like radio, it leaves plenty 
of room for creating the full picture yourself. Correspondingly, both 
the online representation as well as the mockumentary leave it to the 
audience to draw their own conclusions.

R1918

1918 was an eventful year in Iceland, it was the coldest winter, often 
called ‘The great winter of frost’, the volcano errupted in the summer 
and many people died from the Spanish flu epidemic towards the 
end of the year. But people of course kept living their everyday lives, 
doing things both mundane and extraordinary. 
On 1 January 2018, R1918 began with a podcast / daily radio broadcasts 
of 160 mini episodes where 160 inhabitants of Reykjavík read short 
texts, mostly from personal documents like letters and diaries, many 
certainly influenced by the unusual state of the nation that year but 
some also recording everyday life apart from all that.
The texts were found in the archives of the National Library of Iceland. 
The project climaxed with a performance taking place in the centre 
of Reykjavík on 10 June 2018 where 160 residents walked the street in 
silence, wearing costumes from 1918 and thereby representing the voices 
heard earlier on the podcast. Each person would carry a visiting card 
to hand out with information about the character, referring back to the 
relevant podcast episode. 
The aim of the project was to create a bridge between the people living 
in Reykjavík in 1918 and 2018. It became a playground where people 
came across long lost relatives, often by accident, a truly immersive 
experience where it became obvious that we have more in common with 
our ancestors than we might think, despite of the hardships and unusual 
circumstances that the inhabitants of Reykjavík experienced that year.
R1918 is a collaboration between RÚV, Reykjavík Art Festival and 
National Library of Iceland and celebrates the 100th anniversary of 
Iceland’s sovereignty.

The Helena Case

‘One Saturday evening in 1992, something happens that changes my life, 
as well as the lives of many others, for ever: one of my best friends goes 
missing. Twenty-five years have now passed without a single trace of 
Helena … I will tell you about this case – as it has never been told before.’

The Helena Case focuses around an unsolved, 25-year old disappearance 
in the small town of Mariestad, Sweden. It gives the listener a unique 
insight into the case and investigation with a personal touch as the 
investigative reporters and the victim share a history.

The story is presented as an online four-part series, a mobile first web 
audio documentary and podcast along with archive materials from 
media and the police. The mobile first website provides the audience 
with interactive elements, such as a digital map of places of interest to 
the investigation with a 360° photo viewer including graphic elements. 
All to create a sense of being there as you listen to the audio storytelling. 
This digital audio experience was very well received and had a huge 
number of people discussing all the new facts, presented in the series, 
online in popular chat-groups and forums every time a new episode 
was released. (One each morning during a week).
The microsite has been visited nearly 300,000 times (293,142 to be exact) 
and has been a contributory of generating nearly 250 000 (237,621) 
listenings, this means over 80 percent of the visitors did trigger a 
listening. On FM-radio the local station P4 Skaraborg reaches around 
85,000 people on a regular day.

Chronicle of a Shared Place 

This augmented radio and trans-media project presents a unique social 
experiment imagined by millionaire Olivier Laffon in the Old Carmel 
of Condom (SW France). He transformed a 13th century monastery into 
a pioneering shelter where the destitute, the homeless, and the outcast 
share their lives with local retirees and the Santiago de Compostela 
pilgrims. 
Based on Chronique d’un lieu en partage, a book by 2017 Swiss Grand 
Prize for Literature winner Pascale Kramer, this project consists of a 
120-minute radio documentary, a photo reportage by Loïc Trujillo, 
an immersive site, and a thematic week programmed for ‘La ligne de 
cœur,’ one of the flagship RTS radio programmes. Together with the 
RTS Culture team, the writer revisits this ‘joyous utopia’, documenting 
this radical space of social diversity and telling the story of residents like 
David Lafraise, a former robber, who lives alongside Marie-Paulette, a 
local retiree – with curiosity, empathy, and humour. This cross-platform 
project is part of a reflection on the place of sound in radio for online 
navigation (mobile, desktop, social). The desktop navigation is designed 
on the principle of a radio broadcast (narrative arc), while in the 
mobile version, the user swipes intuitively between the portraits of the 
protagonists and the various historical stages of the Carmel of Condom 
(character-driven structure).  Chronique d’un lieu en partage opens the 
conversation about this innovative and necessary French model of living 
together, sharing it with the Swiss listeners via a live broadcast from a 
Swiss association who offers assistance to people without housing. Since 
its launch, the project has engaged audiences with over 20,000 views and 
page visits, proving that the question of living together has more than 
one answer.

Death in Ice Valley

Death in Ice Valley is a podcast series like no other in the world. 
It has become a multi-platform global success, involving thousands 
of listeners in a live investigation, actively trying to solve a 47-year 
old real life mystery. It is collaboration between two European 
broadcasters – the BBC World Service and NRK, bringing together 
their journalism, podcast expertise and innovative digital ideas.
Death in Ice Valley has been made specifically as a podcast series, 
designed to work as an immersive listening experience for podcast 
listeners, who tend to listen via headphones. It has a specially 
commissioned absorbing soundscape - perfect for the unique intimate 
nature of podcast listening. The presenters are trying to piece together 
the life of a woman whose body was discovered in Norway in 1970, but 
they aren’t doing it alone – they are being helped by listeners. Objects 
had been laid out around the woman’s badly burnt body. Disguises and 
a codebook were discovered in her suitcases.
Listeners are invited to join the Death in Ice Valley Facebook group. 
It currently has nearly 15,000 members, many of whom are forensically 
examining information from documents, photographs, maps and videos 
posted in the group and online. Group members have helped decipher 
code, tracked down the origins of evidence - a spoon found in a suitcase 
- and visited hotels where the woman stayed. Engagement has been the 
highest among women, aged 25-44. Listeners have sent us potentially 
significant leads for our on-going investigation.
The whole of the first episode was visualised for video streaming sites 
and there was an animation for social media too. There have been more 
than 2.5 million downloads/streams making it the most successful 
podcast launch that the BBC has ever been involved in.

Living With The Gods

For the last 40,000 years, groups of people have tended to come to shared 
narratives to explain their place in the world. BBC Radio 4’s Living With 
The Gods, produced in partnership with the British Museum, explored 
these narratives and their associated rituals. It focussed on objects which 
communities throughout human history have made and used to express 
their beliefs. Digital platforms gave us the opportunity to take these 
stories to a younger, more diverse audience. The stories behind a selection 
of the key objects were told in a series of six hand-drawn animations. 
Each of these two-minute films was built around a specially written 
script, presented by the former director of the British Museum, Neil 
MacGregor, and enhanced with musical composition and sound design. 
Each weekday during the six-week run, subscribers to the Living With 
The Gods podcast feed received a special 15-minute podcast comprised of 
a bespoke introduction from Neil MacGregor followed by an exploration 
of the significance of one or more extraordinary objects. The animation 
scripts and visual style were carefully crafted to appeal to a young digital 
audience. So too were the themes they explored – from what your clothes 
say about you to the huge global consumption of plastic bottles. 
The animations were shared across the BBC’s online channels. They were 
published by Radio 4 and also hosted by BBC News online, BBC Ideas 
and the BBC’s global language websites. The animations were watched 
250,000 times in six weeks. Captioned versions of the animations were 
uploaded to Facebook where they were widely shared and have been seen 
over a million times. The 31-part Living With The Gods podcast was 
downloaded 600,000 times in November 2017 and exceeded one million 
downloads in its first four months.

This web project about the largest post-war mining catastrophe at 
the Dukla mine in 1961 is based on the research for a film produced 
simultaneously, but offers a completely different way of describing 
this almost forgotten event. While the film tells the story of and takes 
a look at the life of miners in the 1960s, with the catastrophe being at 
the background to that, the interactive web project offers a detailed 
description of it hour by hour. The viewers can watch what was 
happening underground and in the control room; on a timeline they can 
see real-time movement of the smoke. The project includes eye-witness 
statements, the opinions of a specialist in mining disasters, and period 
shots. 
The aim of the interactive project was to complement the dramatic piece 
of work with a realistic description of the event using interactive tools, 
and to realistically show what happened and how the destructive fire and 
smoke advancing through the tunnels of the mine took the miners’ hope 
of being rescued.
The visual form is the work of recognised artist Jan Šrámek, who 
specialises in industrial drawings; other illustrations that complement 
authentic archive shots in the videos were made by painter Miriama 
Kardošová, a student at VŠUP. 
The project also includes a virtual memorial of the victims; it is a moving 
and interesting fact that the reaction of a number of descendants of the 
victims, who learned about the project, was to send us some missing 
photographs of their relatives to help us complement the memorial. 
The Dukla61 documentary demonstrates that interactivity and a certain 
‘playfulness’ can describe a dramatic event in an excellent way and build 
an authentic atmosphere.

The purpose of Ramasjang Saves the World was to show preschool 
children that they can make a difference when it comes to saving the 
world. Each year Ramasjang wants to save something, and in 2018 
Ramasjang decided to join forces with all Danish children and save 
the bees. In a giant cross-media project we got the children to engage 
by planting seeds. We kicked the whole thing off with a campaign that 
aimed to raise awareness of the project. This was followed by a fiction 
series on both VOD and tv that told the story of the problem of the bees. 
This functioned as kick-off to a number of charity-shows on tv, where 
the children could sign on as ‘Ramasjang Rescuer’ by planting seeds 
and sending us a photo or video showing their good deed. In return 
the children received a diploma as proof that they had become a true 
‘Ramasjang Rescuer’. On both tv and VOD the children could watch 
small educational videos that told the story of bees, flowers and the 
problem. In our app they could play the ‘Ramasjang Saves the Bee’ game 
in which they planted virtual seeds. The more virtual seeds they planted, 
the more real seeds we sent out into the real world to all the children 
that signed on to the project. On our website children could download 
diplomas and stuff to make ‘flower-parties’ at home. In addition, we 
invited thousands of kids to ‘public outreach’ events where they learned 
about the bees, made bee-hotels and made ‘seed-bombs’. Save the bees – 
plant seeds.

The first virtual reality production by Jonathan Meese and his mother 
Brigitte Meese is a journey into the heart of the dictatorship of art. 
In the artist’s virtual studio, the spectators witness the emergence of a 
360°-Gesamtkunstwerk of the future: The sleeping artist is visited by 
wonderful, inspiring dreams. His mother enters, brings him coffee and 
urges him to paint. Another Mother Meese comes in, and another, and 
another… and the artist paints in a frenzy of creation, because ‘art is just 
to get started, and right away it’s more awesome than Picasso’ (Jonathan 
Meese). While Clouzot’s famous film Le mystère Picasso (1956) showed 
the creative act on a two-dimensional plane, here the spectators are right 
inside the events, entering into their mysteries. The white studio space 
becomes a multidimensional screen. Several mothers enter, commenting, 
evaluating and provoking a work that is a reflection on Alfred Hitchcock, 
Anthony Perkins, Richard Wagner and Joseph Beuys. It leads to a 
compelling insight: Everybody is an artist, at least beneath these VR-
goggles. In a cooperation project with ARTE spanning several years, 
Berliner Festspiele/Immersion and invited artists are exploring 
the potentials and limits of Virtual Reality Experience and 360°-film. 
This technology has been inspiring game developers for years, and artists 
are also beginning to experiment with VR to open up and explore new 
spaces for art. The film is also available via the free ARTE360 VR-app for 
iOs, Android, GearVR and Daydream as well as on ARTE’s website.

Air pollution, caused by traffic, is a hot and highly emotional topic in 
Germany. Nitrogen oxides are the biggest environmental problem in the 
cities. The invisible gas is especially affecting children, the elderly and 
persons suffering from lung disease. As the nitrogen oxide concentration 
routinely exceeds the legal limit, an EU infringement procedure against 
Germany is currently taking place. Several cities are on the brink of 
banning diesel cars.
But air quality monitoring by the authorities is very patchy. In many 
areas, residents know little about the quality of the air they are breathing 
at home or at their children’s school.
SWR decided to set up a massive air quality monitoring campaign. 
Focusing on a citizen science approach, SWR enabled the public to 
participate. More than 200 viewers, listeners and users in southwest 
Germany helped measuring nitrogen dioxide levels in their streets. So 
even in small towns and rural areas data was gathered. The measured 
results were evaluated by the Swiss laboratory Passam. They were 
presented in a TV documentary, radio reports, a project website and on 
social media.
The landing page www.SWR.de/abgasalarm offers an interactive map 
which shows: air pollution is not only affecting the big cities. Through 
a 360-degree-video users were taken to Neckartor in Stuttgart, where 
the highest levels of air pollution in Germany are frequently observed. 
Infographics present an exclusive public-opinion poll. On Facebook, 
the project resonated very well with the audience and was picked up 
by regional media. Through the hashtag #abgasalarm the research 
became a model for similar campaigns by citizens and environmental 
organisations.

Traces: Traversing the Past

During the summer, a team of four well-seasoned travellers tackled the 
Siberian taiga – more than 500 kilometres of the hostile North - by foot 
and inflatable canoes. The goal of this ordeal was more than a physical 
challenge. Gediminas, Viktoras, Darius and Vigimantas travelled to the 
long forgotten lands where thousands of deportees struggled to survive 
more than sixty years ago. The story of this expedition connects the 
horrific past with the modern day will to remember it. For almost eighty 
years Lithuania and its people have been bearing the scars of the 1941 
deportations. It was a catastrophic event, that carries a huge importance 
in the history of Europe, orchestrated and followed through by the Soviet 
Union in Lithuania, Poland, Finland and other countries. In the autumn 
of 1942 the Lena river delta became the final destination for almost three 
thousand innocent men and women, young and old. Many of them died 
of starvation and disease during the first winter. Those who perished and 
those, who survived the ordeal of the labour camps, are now proudly 
called ‘the Laptevians’ in Lithuania. Self-published memoirs of the 
Laptevians became an important part of dissident literature in the late 70s, 
strengthening the feeling of national identity under Soviet occupation. 
The expedition members crossed territories where deportees were brought 
to live and work, finally reaching the notorious Tit-Ary island in the Lena 
river delta. They visited the abandoned Gulag and paid tribute to all who 
suffered there. They did it as if to prove that mass deportations are not 
just a blip in time – it is an ongoing process that scarred almost every 
Lithuanian family.

In January, a collective of journalists set up a makeshift newsroom in 
Amsterdam. They opened their laptops and set to work, for two weeks 
straight, in the open source #DutchArms bootcamp. The aim was 
simple: to track and trace the Dutch global arms trade. The Netherlands 
is a major international arms dealer. Since 2004, the export value of 
this industry has accumulated to almost 15 billion Euro. This amount 
represents thousands of deals with 100+ different countries. The business 
is great for the national economy, but it also implicates risks: after all, 
weapons, even the legally traded ones, remain war-fighting tools. The 
Netherlands do not want these weapons to end up in the wrong hands. 
We started the track and trace programme to find out whether they have. 
The team tried to follow up on the whereabouts of over a dozen different 
deals, including armoured vehicles sold to the Philippines, patrol ships 
to Libya, radar systems to Turkey and Fennek armoured vehicles to 
Qatar. The ongoing investigations could be followed on our website 
that transparently and in realtime updated every step in the research 
process. People - like the followers of Bellingcat and the readers of De 
Correspondent - were invited to join, and they did: through Twitter, 
E-mail or even by physically joining the team. On top of the project-
site, results of the investigations were published as short single-case web 
documentaries, background articles at De Correspondent, in-depth radio 
reportages at KRO-NCRV (Radio 1) and an interactive documentary. It 
led to a stricter Dutch arms export policy and new in-depth follow-up 
cases by the investigative desk of a Dutch daily.

In the TV series Robo Sapiens presenter Jelle Brandt-Corstius travels 
the world exploring how robots and Artificial Intelligence are about to 
change our lives. The speed of technological development is exponential. 
What will this mean for humanity? Is there reason for fear or should we 
anticipate this future with hope? In six episodes the series deals with 
questions like ‘what if work is no longer required’, ‘what if your lover is a 
robot’ or ‘what if death is just optional’? 
As an online extension VPRO Digital developed two chatbot-projects 
to allow the audience to engage with an AI system. A hackaton was 
organised to experiment with robots and develop concepts for chabot 
applications in public broadcasting. For Robo Sapiens we realised Host-
bot Robin451 and the game BotorNot. Chatbot Robin451, a play on the 
co-host Pepper-robot called Robin in the series, is an AI host which 
populates the programme website. Upon entering, visitors are welcomed 
by Robin451 and invited to engage in ‘ask-me-anything’. The chabot 
has been fed with extensive, actual and historical information about AI 
and robots, and on the content of the series. At first Robin451 acts as a 
familiar service robot, but the longer the visitor chats with the bot the 
more Robin451 turns the tables, and starts to question the human. Robo 
Sapiens emerges… The challenge was to write and script these dialogues 
for the AI, in a new form of storytelling. 
In the chatbot game BotorNot the visitor engages in a double blind 
Turing test. Upon entering the game, the visitor is challenged to chat for 
3 minutes with an opponent and determine by asking smart questions 
whether he is dealing with a human or with a robot. But that is not all. 
The actual game starts in round 2, where the player is challenged to 
impersonate a robot and fool his human opponent.

How is it possible that in a country as regulated as the Netherlands 
drugs can be produced and sold on such a large scale? Who are the 
people behind the business? What makes them tick? 
This interactive documentary visualises the drug networks of the 
Netherlands and shares personal stories from the real people that 
keep this industry going: housewives, students, dockworkers, full-
time coke dealers and many more. The Industry features 17 stories in 
3-D locations of the cannabis-, cocaine- and ecstasy networks. You 
can navigate locations where the stories are told, such as hidden weed 
farms in villas, behind the scenes in coffee shops, suburban areas for 
the ecstasy trade and Dutch harbours. The locations were created using 
a ZED 3D camera that scans the space and the objects in it and adds 
depth sensing and positional tracking. This has not been used in an 
interactive documentary before. It also features explanatory videos 
about the production and distribution chains within the drug networks. 
The director tried to avoid criminal stereotypes in order to provide a 
human perspective: ‘The Industry became light in tone, a bit banal and 
sometimes humorous, while never shying away from the seriousness of 
the setting and the violence and fear that is connected to the work. 
I hope to show the thin division between the legal and the illegal, the 
good citizen and the crook.’

Throughout twelve episodes broadcast on the RTP OTT service - RTP 
Play - the audience followed the detained Joana’s fight to prove her 
innocence, something that will become very difficult because Joana 
suffers from traumatic amnesia and does not remember what happened 
to her during the last year. After Joana’s detention, a mysterious 
Instagram account starts publishing photos, videos and recordings 
captured by Joana’s and Carlos’ mobile phones in the last months.
These small bits of story allow the investigators to establish the past 
relationship between the two. Most of these elements were published 
in the form of Instagram Stories - disappearing after 24 hours - like 
glimpses of Joana’s memory. Because of this, the audience needed to 
check the Instagram account daily, or else they could miss out on vital 
plot points of this unfolding crime.

We live in the age of migration. 18 percent of Sweden’s current population 
was not born in this country. In the period 2010-2016 more than 432,000 
asylum seekers arrived at the Swedish border. These people, a new 
potential audience, have little to no knowledge about SVT. How can we 
help to propel integration of new immigrants into our open society? 
SVT Språkplay is an interactive application that allows the newly arrived 
and other immigrants to learn the Swedish language through watching 
SVT-programmes and shows. The application leverages on the existing 
SVT play catalogue with thousands of programmes but is enhanced with 
unique technology from Språkkraft (NGO) offering language-learning 
features for Swedish to 18 common immigrant languages. Immediately 
after a programme is published in the standard SVT play catalogue it 
also become available in SVT Språkplay without any manual educational 
adaptation. After the app is installed, users get to choose how much 
Swedish they know based on the Common European Framework of 
References and their native language. Then users select a programme 
from the recommendation list, categories or the search function. When a 
programme begins, the Swedish subtitles appear and become interactive. 
If users don’t understand a word they just tap it for an integrated 
dictionary and the app stops playing at once. SVT Språkplay reached 
more than 100,000 users in its first year. More than +200,000 hours 
of language learning have been recorded during the last year and the 
societal value can be approximated to over €1.6 million, that is nine times 
societal return on SVT’s budget investment.

The Terror Attack

On 7 April 2017 terror struck Stockholm. Rakhmat Akilov drove a 
truck down Drottninggatan in the heart of the city, where hundreds of 
people were spending their Friday afternoon. He killed four people, hurt 
dozens and put many more at risk. The trial against him, with almost 150 
plaintiffs, took place over the course of five months during the spring of 
2018 and created a lot of media attention. This mobile first website, was 
released in connection to the start of the trial. It acts as a portal that lets 
visitors quickly scan through and listen to different aspects of the attack, 
the trial, the suspect and the victims, in order to provide an overview 
instead of having to search through headlines. It gathers the latest news 
and soundbites, guides to further listening and contains two dedicated 
infographics with sound. The first infographic http://t.sr.se/fardvagen lets 
you scroll down the violent path of the truck and listen to eyewitnesses’ 
stories and the second provides a visual overview of all the 149 plaintiffs 
in the trial. The second infographic http://t.sr.se/terroratalet is a long-
scroll that illustrates the great number of plaintiffs and in what way they 
were affected.

This investigative online series for millennials aims to cover political, 
economic and social topics in a serious yet entertaining manner and 
to break down the complexity of the modern world to a young and 
interested audience. Presenter Rosanna Grüter and her team answer 
questions like ‘why does it only seem like Swiss war material exports are 
decreasing’ or ‘how do I recognise fake followers on Instagram’. 
They thereby try to make the process of research comprehensible to 
their audience and bring transparency to a journalist’s work, which is 
more and more important in times of fake news and Donald Trump. 
For the pilot episode, the producers wrote an algorithm that identifies 
fake followers on Instagram. That same algorithm was used on the 
profiles of over a hundred Swiss influencers later in the episode, 
uncovering that one third of followers are fake. Some influencers were 
then confronted with those findings. Since Bytes/Pieces is based on 
investigative and therefore time-consuming research, it is published in 
irregular intervals on social media platforms like YouTube, Facebook 
and on our website srfvirus.ch.

This is a web based app game with digital storytelling. Its purpose is to 
fight the endemic issue of fake news. The whole concept of videos and 
the game are designed to help people understand how fake news spread 
online and to give them tools to detect them.
Based on Tinder’s user interface, the player answers if the content is 
fake or not by swiping left or right depending of what they think about 
the veracity of the content. We made it possible to easily change the 
content and do it on a regular basis. During the game, some questions 
lead you to short videos with a famous Swiss humorist explaining how 
to detect fake news. This game is part of a broader campaign on social 
media relying on short videos to show the mechanisms that make fake 
news so successful and what to do to avoid sharing them online. These 
videos were produced in a way that let us use them for the game and 
to be distributed on social networks and our own player. Distribution 
wise, we relied on the official canals of RTS and RTS info but also on an 
‘organic’ distribution, meaning that we chose different topics and cross-
posted them with already existing communities. We also had some radio 
support explaining the game and the issue of What the fake. 
At the moment we are working with the educational department to make 
it an official educational game for schools and also hopefully a German 
and an Italian version for the rest of the country.

In 2010 world prices for amber started to surge. Due to this in 2012 
demand was so high that the north western part of Ukraine saw an 
‘amber rush’ and became the ‘new Wild West’. Thousands of prospectors 
started to search for gems with shovels and later with water pumps. 
Hundreds of hectares of forests / agricultural land became a desert, a 
lifeless moon landscape. 2014-2016 were the most intense years of illegal 
mining, but it is still going on. Government officials estimate the annual 
profits of illegal mining at USD 120-300 million.
We decided to estimate, for the first time, the scale of environmental 
impact from this phenomenon. We first thought about such an amber 
related project back in 2016, while researching deforestation in the 
Carpathian Mountains. But at that time we didn’t yet have the relatively 
recent satellite images with high resolution we have now. First of all we 
researched patches of land with illegal mining and found out which map 
providers have satellite images with high resolution. Then we compiled 
an initial set of coordinates for images with traces of mining, which we 
found with the help from participants of the Open Data Day in Kyiv. 
Next, we used neural networks and created a machine model to research 
the area of around 70,000 square kilometres and built the map of illegal 
amber mining. As a result, we can now present an interactive map of how 
the environment is impacted by illegal amber mining in the Ukraine. 
This interactive project is available in Ukrainian and English.

Kidder and Shamed are two productions in a series of short form 
productions from BBC The Social developing new ways of storytelling 
for the smart phone generation. Working with new writing talent, 
The Social developed engaging stories that ‘take over’ the audiences 
smartphone to create an immersive drama experience. The Social aims 
to connect with our target audiences aged 18-34 and Kidder did this 
perfectly by generating 271,000 views with the biggest audience group 
being 18-24 year old women. Taking the learning from Kidder they 
looked at developing more stories that tackle untold issues that 
resonate with younger people. This led to the development of Shamed 
which tackles the, unfortunately, growing phenomenon of revenge porn. 
Within two weeks of publication it had already surpassed the numbers 
of Kidder with 272,000 views to that date and again performing very well 
with young women.The smartphone portrait format of Shamed meant 
that it was a perfect fit for the new IGTV (Instagram TV) app and it has 
generated over 60,000 views on this nascent platform. These productions 
are not only entertaining pieces of drama but they are engaging young 
people with important social issues which are not widely discussed or 
reported in the mainstream media outlets.
