A Film Unfinished

by Yael Hersonski

This film is the quest for the truth behind one of the most
mysterious Nazi propaganda films ever shot in the War-
saw Ghetto. The film, which was shot just a short time
before the deportation of the inhabitants of the ghetto,
is a rough first draft of a silent film that juxtaposes me-
ticulously staged scenes of Jews enjoying a life of luxury
in the ghetto with other, chilling images that required no
staging at all.

Ironically, after the war, filmmakers and museums used
images from the film as objective illustrations of the nar-
ratives they had collected from witnesses and written
documents. Few people were aware of the cynical man-
ner in which these images were created and the true, yet
inconceivable witness they bear. The cinematic deception
was forgotten and the black and white images remain en-
graved in memory as historical truth. Documents revealing
who initiated the project and why it was never completed
have yet to be found.

The film interweaves diary entries written by ghetto inhab-
itants during the filming, the testimonies of a few living
survivors and the protocol of the interrogation of one of
the German cameramen testifying about the filming.

A Film Unfinished shakes our confidence in the photo-
graphic image and the way we think we know our history.

A Tiny Piece of Semper
Opera Has Been
Entrusted to You

by Ines Janosch, Danuta Debrich

It was the night of February 13th, 1945 when Dresden
was destroyed in an air strike and with it, vanished the
Semperoper, Dresden’s heart of culture. Nothing but it's
impressive front remained and turned the former legen-
dary opera house into a single memorial — until it's re-
construction was pushed through by the Dresdeners 30
years later. The laying of the foundations in 1977 meant
the beginning of an adventure for hundreds of restorers,
artists, and plasterers. It was a challenging experience:
The original building plans and drafts had been lost and
the legendary colouring was only documented in letters.
An exceptionally difficult task was awarded to the stucco
plasterers who manufactured the stucco marble and stuc-
co-lustre. These were essential for the accurate historical
reconstruction of the foyers and vestibules and the repro-
duction of their architectural effects. Those long-forgotten
crafts had to be re-learned. Also, the long-term lack of
material, a result of the GDR’s weak economy, aggravated
the process of reconstruction.

During all this time, a group of film-makers documented
silently and carefully. They immortalised the painters,
sculptors, carpenters and stucco plasterers at work, iron-
ing, waxing and polishing, painting and reconstructing.
This treasure of cinematic art has now been made avail-
able by the film group.

A black-and-white photograph, six boys about ten
years old posing perkily and flashing victory signs for
the camera. That was Bethlehem in the year 1989 dur-
ing the Palestinian popular uprising and the shooting of
Robert Krieg's documentary film ‘Intifada — On the Way to
Palestine’. Twenty years later, the areas that were supposed
to be liberated are enclosed by a wall. Who are the chil-
dren in the picture? What are their lives like today? Are
they alive? Holding the photograph, the film team returns
to Bethlehem to search for the boys and to get to know
them. The six children, some fathers now, had been too
young to join in shaping the Intifada; they offer neither
political analyses nor justifications. To this day they live
in the old city of Bethlehem and are still in touch with
each other.

The film team is one of countless others beleaguering the
Palestinian territories every day for decades - and per-
haps the only one ever to return there. Out of concern,
interest and sympathy. The brief encounter between the
pose and the pressing of the shutter release, as well as
the return of the film team, has forged an almost magic
bond of unfamiliarity and trust. The men reminisce, clown
around and take the guests along to their workplaces and
homes. They discuss the discord in their society, and they
briefly become a little gang once more, whose expeditions
are inevitably cut short by a wall.

More than any other historical documents, it is the per-
sonal private letters written by a people to "their" dictator
that provide the most intimate glimpses of the history of
the Third Reich. A treasure of more than 100,000 such
letters was recently found. Hidden in a special archive in
Moscow, the letters written to the Fuehrer had gone un-
noticed for six decades.

He might be considered one of Britain's greatest com-
posers, but for much of his life he felt like an outsider.

God is the backdrop, not the centerpiece, for this film
about a flourish of humanity in the wake of evil disaster in
West Africa.

Tens of thousands of hands were chopped off during the
11 year war, to be sent to the president of Sierra Leone.
"The hand you voted with for the civilian government,"
rebels would say, "you will never vote with again." Four
thousand people have survived the crude amputations.
In a crux moment, a baker maimed during the conflict still
feels unsettled and cannot find peace within himself. With
the camera characteristically close, he is asked if he would
seek revenge against the man who did this to him. He
reflects; then says, "Me? God no say so."

While filming, the warlord elected president Charles Taylor
literally flew over in a helicopter on his way to jail in Free-
town, which was terrifying for everyone being filmed at
the time.

‘God No Say So’ only begins with victims' stories. It finds
the uplifting spirit of the people of Sierra Leone and the
pathos, but it doesn’t pursue the questions of why, and
what is rotten in the world: it leaves us for the philosophi-
cal world reordering.

Klaus
Wildenhahn prefers to stay on the margins as the “absent
central figure” of Quinka Stoehr’s portrait of this great
documentary filmmaker and founder of “Uncontrolled
Cinema” in Germany. “| feel that human beings can't be
captured.

This
didn’t stop him from returning to his church and politi-
cal activities, until the situation escalated in 1984. Dur-
ing a search of his home the Stasi found photos, which
displayed a nature reserve that had been polluted by
Soviet troops. That was sufficient to force him to choose
between 12 years in prison or leaving the country for West
Germany.

Based on the biography of Helmut Hénisch, the movie
gives a very personal view on this chapter of German
history. Additional interviews with companions and other
contemporary witnesses create a complex picture of a
generation, which had to fight hard for their freedom. ...

The subject of the film, Austrian investment banker
Michael Berger, who became a dollar millionaire through
a risky hedge fund, remains a chimera - an absent indi-
vidual who also cannot be captured through his crime.
There is not even a single picture of him to see, and all
that is left of his influence are the impressive sums that
are then actually missing from the local banks at any
given time. In six attempts, the film tries to draw together
a case from the traces of Michael Berger's undertakings.
It traverses his path, starting from the supposed end,
Berger's non-appearance before an American court: from
this emerges the outline of a rise-and-fall story that ex-
tends from the narrow borders of Austrian working worlds
through to Wall Street.

The path of the banker thus takes on a certain sense of
being random, seems exchangeable, perhaps even symp-
tomatic. In a haunting way, Firhapter thereby intensifies
suspicions that the scammer is simply meant to provide
a diversion from the much more extensive, scamming
system.

In 538 AD, a mountain flew over from India to land in
Japan. The arrival of Mt Omine in the Kii peninsula is
a metaphor for the introduction of Buddhism to Japan.
‘Where Mountains Fly' takes you deep into Japanese sa-
cred mountains by way of two narratives: a legend dating
back to the 12th c. AD, and contemporary religious prac-
tices in the mountains. The legendary narrative follows the
path of En-no-gydja, the alleged founder of Shugends,
the “Way of Practicing Magical Powers”, on his pilgrimage
through the Kii peninsula. This part of the film, inspired
by emaki (Japanese picture scrolls), is made of animated
images.

Using real landscapes as source material, the animation
recreates the extraordinary adventures of En-no-gyoja.
The fictional episodes are intertwined with documentary
episodes bearing testimony to the use of these sacred
mountains by various contemporary Shugendé practicion-
ers: meditation under waterfalls, sGtra recitation, pilgrim-
ages through forests and mountains, and fasts that may
lead to death. "Where Mountains Fly’ mingles documen-
tary with fiction in an entirely novel way. The universe it
introduces, filled with nature and mystery, takes you along
mountain paths to little known aspects of Japanese cul-
tures.
